WELCOMING SPEECH

Dear colleagues! | am pleased to welcome you here in Vienna, in
the main hall of the famous Imperial Palace Hofburg.

Our plenary meeting is the jubilee one; it is devoted to the 20"
anniversary of the International Union of Economists.

| remember that 20 years ago when discussed with colleagues in
Bulgaria the issue of the creation of the International Union of
Economists there were a lot of doubts and reasonable doubts. Pre-
sented countries of the former Warsaw Pact had the opportunity to
develop their own ways. Countries just gained independence and
autonomy of the former Soviet Union. It was difficult to talk about
the creation of the International Union of Economists in these cir-
cumstances, we were afraid that it would begin — as on the various
meetings discussions of those years — the discussions with a great
reflection of different interests, viewpoints, etc.

But at the same time there were expressed serious arguments for
the Union. The first was that stressed the unity of Economics for all
countries and all conditions. Secondly we discussed about the fact that
there were so many problems in common: integration, joint actions in
Europe and in the world. And finally thirdly we discussed that our prob-
lems are not exclusively in each country, there is something repeated and
generd in these problems, that’ swhy the exchange of the opinionswill be
helpful. And of course fourthly we should take into account that econo-
mists as other scientists need communication, meetings and the in-
formal exchange with each other.
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Finally, the point of view that all these uniting moments consti-
tute a sufficient basis for the establishment of the International Union
of Economists won.

It was founded. 20 years has gone. The term on the one hand is
not very big but on the other hand is quite sufficient because over
these years so many institutions appeared and disappeared both in
our countries and the world, so many organizations were vanished
but the Union of economists was successfully developing.

So we made the right decision and it’s very pleasant that we meet
for the 20" time.

We celebrate another anniversary this year: 20 years ago the
memorandum for friendship and cooperation between Moscow and
Vienna was signed. And since we are in Vienna we also need to
remember this memorandum.

It's very pleasant for us of course that we meet here in the Hof-
burg Palace. This is the famous Imperial Palace; it refers to the best
European cultural monuments, it is the residence of the President of
the Republic of Austria now, the place for the major international
events. It isthe Honour for usto meet here.

The theme of our anniversary meeting is economic problems of
states' capitals. This is a very important theme. There was a huge
shift in the world in the XX century. This shift wasin that the major-
ity of the population displaced from rural areas to cities, and the
cities themselves concentrated in the megalopolisin alarge part.

| want to say that the science about the cities — urbanist — started
roughly develop in the beginning of the twentieth century. There
were a lot of discussions. But al the attempts to create a unified
theory of cities did not lead to successful results. Another point of
view that each epoch should create their own concept of cities won.
There are roughly speaking the city of antiquity, the medieval town,
acity of industrial capitalism and finally acity of modern times.

And al the researches in the whole XX century had developed
based on this theory. But nevertheless no one could imagine that the
concentration of population in megaopoalis, the centers with a many
million population would happen so fast. It is quite specific forma-

tions. In fact megalopolises are dominant and set the tone in many
countries in the second half of the twentieth century.

But | want to say that although there are a lot of researches, no
any detailed scientific development issues of the megalopolises
exists. We discovered that there were very little researches in the
theory of megalopolises when we established the Faculty of major
cities management (meaning the megalopolises) at the International
University on the initiative of Yu.M. Luzhkov — the Mayor of Mos-
cow of those years.

But we dtill have the greater specificity: our discussion today is
not just about the megal opolises but the economy of megal opolises.

This discussion we hold in Vienna which is worthily considered
to be the one of the best and rare examples of the city successfully
combining both megal opolis and the capital.

But at the same time it is very important to identify the sad ex-
perience of megalopolises and their economies.

It happened that during those world crises that bursted out in the
last 1015 years and despite of the fact that every year we hear the
optimistic statements that the peaks are passed and that we go for-
ward in fact each new turn finds a new group of problems and new
challenges.

And from this point of view it is very important to search for
those areas that have been most stable, more capable to withstand of
the crisis’ impact in this sea of crises. And | should say that in gen-
eral impression the megalopolises in spite of the fact that they were
befallen alot of attacks demonstrated the lines of firmness which we
should now interested in.

The anniversary meeting we held is organized with the support
and direct participation of the Magistracy of Vienna. We are very
grateful. The Government of Moscow helped a lot. We a so thank the
Economic and Social Council of the United Nations.

Today at the meeting along with the members of the International
Union of Economists Andrey Abramov — the head of United Nations
Department for Economic and Social Affairs participates. Here we
can see Mr. Paul Helminger — the Mayor of Luxembourg City,
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Elisabeth Vitouch — Deputy of the Vienna Parliament, Chairman of
the Parliament Commission on the European Affairs, Oscar Wawra —
Director for International Relations of the Chief Executive office —
we have already met him and other Honorary guests from the Repub-
lic of Austria. And there are representatives of international eco-
nomic organizations, academic institutions, businesses, government
agencies among the participants of the plenary session. In general al
those people who in one or another way is related to the capital.

| think that as usual we assume that the meeting will be led by the
Presidium of the International Union of Economists. Is there any
objections? — No. — Thanks, was adopted.

Mr. HAMIDON Ali,
un President of the economic and social council

It is an honor for me to address this 20™ Anniversary Meeting of
the International Union of Economists which brings together repre-
sentatives of 48 countries from across the world.

Let me start by congratulating you on this anniversary and saying
that your work in advocacy, policy change, and your hands-on efforts
to improve the lives of the poor and vulnerable is crucia to the
United Nations.

Indeed, the entire international community relies on energy and
commitment of non-governmental organizations, like the Union, to
achieve development goals.

Good governance and solid democ-
ratic institutions which are attentive to the needs of the population
serve as the basis for an economic growth that is sustainable and
capable of redistributing the benefits so as to contribute to the elimi-
nation of poverty. It is not less crucial that developed countries
increase their development assistance while making it more accessi-
ble to the developing countries, particularly to the poorest among
them.

It is important that at the global level, we enhance the coordina-
tion of our macroeconomic policies in order to strengthen global
economic stability.

Within the United Nations, the Economic and Social Council per-
forms the dual role of political forum and UN system coordinator. It
is a platform where global debate takes place on the emerging issues
in economic and social development and the place where partner-
ships can be formed to facilitate implementation of the resultant
development poalicies.

On all these challenges, the United Nations will depend increas-
ingly on the constructive engagement of civil society. Our ability to
improve the lives of the men and women in the world will depend on
the action of al stakeholders to work together in the search for
pragmatic solutions.
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In that mission, | hope | can rely on you. | salute true profession-
alism, efforts and perseverance of the International Union of Econo-
mists aimed at finding economic alternatives to promote economic
recovery, the new types of constructive dialogue with policy makers,
international organizations, the private sector and civil society to
enhance economic cooperation between nations and peoples.

As a member of the Vienna city council and as the chairman of
the newly established Committee on European and international
affairs | am proud to house this high-level meeting at the Vienna
Hofburg, the former imperial castle. Presenting and representing
Viennato you I’'m in the most convenient position to quote from the
2010 Mercer’'s study. It says that Vienna retains as a champion city
with the world's best quality of living. Last year Vienna has been
selected for the second time in arow as the city with the world’s best
standards of living in an annual survey of 221 international cities.
We see this title as the international recognition of our achievements
but also as a constant effort to keep up with this standard.

We were charged to continue working on the cities' important is-
sues for the future. But what are these issues? What are the chal-
lenges for the city in the XXI century? Urbanization is a positive
force for human development. Cities are the dynamic centers of
wealth creation, innovation, artistic energy and architectural splendor
which you may have already noticed while walking through Vienna
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Highly urbanized countries are characterized by higher incomes,
more stable economies, stronger institutions and are better able to
withstand to variability of the global economy. In both developed
and developing countries, cities generate the great share of gross
domestic product and provide great opportunities for employment
and investment.

However, as cities grow they face challenges on severa fronts —
demographic, environmental and naturally economic. Turning to
economic themes | want to note that in time of crisis the city of
Vienna has pushed infrastructure projects like the expansion of the
underground. Further 5,3 km of U2 underground line opened on the
second of October, 2010. Projects like this have been initiated to
stimulate the economy.

The world-wide economic crisis aggravated the difficult financial
situation of many cities and made it more difficult for them to guar-
antee optimal general public services. I'm thinking of public trans-
port, socia housing, health care, childcare, schools, garbage collec-
tion — the full range of public services. Cities register low income
despite of growing tasks. This leads to financial shortages in a to-
day’s situation of cities. As authorities all aver the world actively
undertake everything which is in their power to help the cities to
fight the consequences of the global financial and economic crisis, to
cope with rising city’s population especially with the growing num-
ber of the elder people, as well as to deal with environmenta prob-
lems. The top-down model of urban planning is no longer appropri-
ate. If cities are for everyone, everyone needs to play a role in the
living city life ability.

Given the challenges we face the message for policymakers is
clear. We can not do it alone. To make and keep the city an attractive
place to live, authorities need to unite the energy of al the individu-
als and businesses that congregate in metropolitan areas. We need to
promote the innovative spirit of social entrepreneurs, where ever they
may come from. Who can step in with the new solutions to meet the
growing demands for services and infrastructure?
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Let me share with you some experiences we have just made in
Vienna. Vienna is in comparison much bigger than any other Aus-
trian city. Vienna has 1.7 million inhabitants, Graz — 300,000, Linz —
190 thousand ones. Therefore the economic structure differs signifi-
cantly. Just afew examples.

As business and employment structures in Western societies are
undergoing profound changes, the economic importance of the
service sector has been increasing constantly. Vienna is the prime
example for this development. The city’s economic performance
relies more strongly on services than in the rest of Austria. The
educational standard of workers and employees in Vienna is above
the Austrian average. And with approximately 152,400 university
students Vienna clearly maintains its position as the largest univer-
sity location in Austria.

The public sector employment is in specia importants in Vienna.
Those relatively stable jobs prove to be a significant pillar of the
Viennd's labor market in times of crisis. The average Viennese
company is smaller than the rest of Austria. In terms of staff and
turnover this is explained due to a lack of large secondary sector
firms. Nevertheless the productivity in Vienna is above Austrian
average.

The crisis hit the Viennese labor market later as the export ori-
ented real as a production was affected in the first line. Because of
this proportionately high importance of services, Vienna had the
chance to use this time lack to prepare suitable anti-crisis measures.
The city of Vienna economics stimulus and employment package
agreed with the socia partners in the autumn of 2008. This package
of measures now being implemented shows the expectations of
Viennese business community have been met. The initiatives con-
cluded at the original level are largely consistent with the wishes of
companies. At the same time entrepreneurs are eager to see the rapid
implementation of these measures. The accuracy and rapid efficiency
of these economic stimuli’s packages was one of the city’s main
concerns when putting them together. This is why on the one hand
we chose employment intensive initiatives such as renovation pro-
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jects that particularly benefit small and medium businesses. On the
other hand the long-term promotion measures introduced by the
Vienna Employment Promotion Fund and the Vienna Business
Agency have played a key role in soften the impact of the economic
downturn in Viennato date.

Both the Vienna Employment Promotion Fund and the Vienna
Business Agency are legaly organized as the fund of the city of
Vienna. The Business Agency’s main tasks are promoting the Vienna
economy offering a full service to the business sector and issuing
grants. The Agency has severa subsidiaries mainly in the fields of
technology, the center for innovation and technology and in the
creative industries. European service and a strong real estate depart-
ment act as a point of contact for companies from Eastern Europe
looking to relocate to Vienna or intended to launch the European
operations through Vienna.

The Vienna Employment Promotion Fund give support to work-
ing persons in al matters related to career and continue training
constantly in assistance as well as to job-seekers and jobless immi-
grants for instant by proving information on the recognition of the
existing qualificationsin Austria.

For Austria an upward movement in grow-rates can be observed
for the second quarter of 2010 — plus 0,9%. The economic recovery
is gaining place. The above mentioned time lack advantage due to a
very service oriented economic structure in Vienna now terns into
the contrary. As the growth is mainly export driven the Viennese
labor market does not react as quickly as the other parts of Austria.
Consumer and capital spending is still quiet fragile.

As active member of the Committee of the Regions let me con-
clude by briefly mentioning the European Union level. In setting out
of vision for Europe social market economy over the next decade, the
European Commission proposed last year a «Europe 2020 « agenda
consisting of a serious initiatives. Implementing these initiatives will
be required at all levels action at al levels — EU organizations,
member states, local and regional authorities. We need mabilization
from all Europe. «Europe 2020» is the follow-up to the Lisbon
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strategy. The priorities are the smart growth, sustained growth and
inclusive growth. This strategy will shape the development of poli-
cies and programs in al areas of the EU action also including those
that affect cities.

Cities both facilitate and undertake arange of actions that are cen-
tral to achieve the «Europe 2020» objectives. It isin cities and their
surrounding areas — home to the vast majority of the Europe’ s popu-
lation, businesses, services and infrastructure that policies are ulti-
mately implemented. In the inventions such as supporting clusters,
promoting transport model shift, using procurement to drive innova-
tion, adapting to climate change, managing social services as well as
qualification training and lifelong learning policies are just some
illustrations of how cities contribute to addressing the main EU
priorities.

Having said this, | wish you fruitful discussions, successful work
in the course of the conference, a good jubilee and | express my
congratulations and thanks to all participants.

Dear Gavriil Kharitonovich! Dear members of the Presidium!
Dear participants of our Meeting! My report will be twice one-sided
—on the one hand | have to stand sideways to you, because otherwise
I will not be able to show anything at the screen. On the other hand |
will speak about the issues of economy linked with town building.

Gavriil Kharitonovich mentioned the anniversary dates and |
would like to add one more. This year will be 80 years since Moscow
was singled out of Moscow region and became the independent
administrative unit of planning and managing.

Moscow began its life as an apanage principality, then became the
capital of Russia, then for more than one and half a century when the
capital was in St. — Peterburg Moscow developed as a largest indus-
trial, scientific-educational and commercial center of the country.

In 1918 Moscow became the capital of RSFSR again, in 1922 —
the capital of the Soviet Union. And nowadays Moscow is again the
capital of the Russian Federation.

Till 1929 Moscow was a part of Moscow province, since 1929
when the administrative reform was begun in the Soviet Union, the
regions were organized instead of former provinces, Moscow was the
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part of Moscow region. In 1931 it was taken out of the region and
became the independent administrative unit. It got its own authority,
soviet and party, its administrative and territorial division, its Gen-
eral Plan (1935) and its system of planning.

The system of city management created 80 years ago congtantly de-
veloped. And now when Moscow became not only the capitd, but dso a
condtituent territory of the Russian Federation and the center of the largest
agglomeration of Russia, the system needs further modernization, abso-
Iutely new approachesin thefield of management methods.

In my report | would like to pay specia attention to the ways of
Moscow functions' diversification, to how its capital functions are
changing during current period of developing and what we should
wait for.

The world chose the way of urbanization. Gavriil Kharitonovich
has already told us about this.

Nowadays 50% of people live in cities, 43% in Asiaand 71% in
Europe (pic. 1).

In Russia we have passed the way in 100 years — from 13% to
73% of urban population. The urbanization of Moscow with first ring
of regions that are located around it, reached 98% and from this point
of view we are totally urbanized territory.

At pic. 2 is shown the history of growth of Moscow from small
Kremlin to Moscow ring road that now borders Moscow. And now
the factual growth of Moscow is going on — those who visit Moscow
do not even notice when they leave or enter the city, because «areal
city» appeared around it, but unfortunately is has not become the
unity of our city building planning and regulating yet.

One of the most important reasons for this is bureaucratic and «pro-
vincid» dissociation of the systems of territoria planning and managing
of two largest RF congtituent territories— Moscow and Moscow region.

As | have aready said Moscow is not only the capital of Russia,
but also alargest economic center of the country. Modern specificity
of Moscow and itsrole in Russiais shown at pic.3.
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Today 7% of population lives in Moscow, but only a quarter of
gross domestic product is produced. 5% of industrial staff of the
country, 15% of al builders, more that 1/3 scientists and scientific
service, 25% of financiers are concentrated in the city. The success-
ful development of the country depends on how all these sectors will
function.

The city has its Charter and it prescribes that Moscow is one of
the largest megalopolises of the world. The status of Moscow is
defined due to the fact that it is a constituent territory of the Russian
Federation, the city of federa significance and the capital of the
Russian Federation.

What is at the city's disposal ? It disposes of territory, population,
bodies of state power, legislation, the local government proceeds in
the city.

From this point of view the effectiveness of existence of any city
and Moscow in particular depends on efficiency of redizing the
territory, level of population's development (clever or silly, rich or
poor), level of effectiveness of the state authorities, local government
and legidation itself.

The special feature of the current moment is the fact that the city
has nearly exhausted its resources, resources of the territory, popula
tion, legislation and management. And the main aim is to find addi-
tional reserves of development.

It is written in the Charter that Moscow is the center of the
Central federal region of the RF and center of Moscow agglom-
eration. At the same time Moscow occupies the territory of one
thousand square kilometers. Around the city Moscow region
locates — 46 square kilometers. 10,5 million people live in Mos-
cow, 6,5 million — in the region. And lives of these territories are
very interconnected.

According to the forecasts the population of Moscow region will
exceed 20 million people till 2025. And if according to the forecasts
the population of Russia will be nearly 120-140 million of people,
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then 1/6 of the whole county's population will be concentrated in
Moscow and Moscow region.

This leads to the questions of city planning and city projection.
And these are issues not only for the mayor of Moscow or Govern-
ment of Moscow, but it is federal issue — how to ensure the effective
management of Moscow development and whom will the whole
Russia be | eft for?

At pic. 4 the diagram of functions and goals of the city is shown.

As it was already said the population of Moscow is 10,6 million
people and nearly 3 million guests who are every day in the city,
taking into account 0,5 million — as a result of fulfilling the capita
functions by Moscow.

The aim of the city isto ensure the citizens and guests of the capi-
tal with accommodation, comfort habitation, well-paying jobs (tak-
ing into account that Moscow is rather expensive city), various
entertainments. Everything should be supplied with comfortable
system of transport, facilities and communication.

For this we have the main resource of the city — territory (30% of
dwelling spaces, 16% of industrial, 2,5% of socio-business territo-
ries). Please note that the capital functions themselves are fulfilled at
only 2,5% of the city territory. The reactionary territories occupy
only 17%, 11% — streets-road system and 11% — others.

The success of town building is in effectiveness of use and redis-
tribution of these territories that are bounded recourses. We can
create any other resources — electricity, water, money, everything,
but not the territory. We can compact the territory by building up-
wards or downwards (under the ground). But everything has its own
limit. And Moscow has already approached this limit.

The second important resource of the city is population.

In the charter is written that there are two groups of citizens. The
first one consists of Moscow dwellers. These are people who has
place of abode, despite the terms of dwelling. They form the city
society, participate in social life. City dwellers and foreigners, with-
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out citizenship, who live permanently or temporarily form the urban
population. That is why dwellers is one thing and population —
another. And our statistics confirms this (pic. 5).

Till 1990 we lived and considered that our population is 9 million
people. Then in 2002 the genera census of the population was held
and it turned out that the population is 10,4 million people. And
indeed according to the data of police and district council we know
that 8,5 million people live in the city. And we do not know where
2 more million live.

This leads to appearing of difficulties of city planning and solving
the problems of city management when we have inefficient and
unreliable information.

The next population census was just held. We still do not have the of-
ficia results. But there is an information that it will be announced that the
population of Moscow is 11,7 million people. According to our forecast
the population is 10,7 million people. This information is at the right
upper corner of the picture. But we can hardly know about the addresses
of accommodation of more than 8,7 million of people.

Speaking about the population we should note that for nearly 100
years of Moscow population's growth the structure of the population
increase of the city was changed (pic. 6).

Since 1989 fertility is yielding to mortality in Moscow. In 1989 in
two cities of the Soviet Union, in Moscow and Riga, the negative
natality was recorded. In 1995 it reached the peak. And the natality
dtill continues. The population increase in Moscow is ensured only
by mechanic increase.

According to the forecast built into the general plan that was just
confirmed in 2010, the natality and mortality will be at the same
levels that will give an opportunity to obtain some population in-
crease taking into account the mechanical increase. But future demo-
graphic situation promises the city new problems — aging of the
population, sharp reduction of labor resources, exhaustion of the
migration resources of the country.
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At pic. 7 the flows of migration of 1976-1980 years to Moscow
are shown, it is aso obvious from what regions and union republics
the population of Moscow was formed.

Moscow mainly replenished its supply from Maoscow region and
the Ukraine (because of the scale the arrow of the migration from the
Moscow region is for convenience shown at the Barents Sea). The
same situation was typical for the period of 1980-1990.

Then our revolution took place and the USSR collapsed. Russian-
speaking population moved from the union republics to Moscow and
Russia. The largest flows of migration to Moscow were registered in
1996-2000 and then the migration activity reduced (pic. 8, 9).

Nowadays the migration potential of the main regions of Russiais
imminent to exhaustion. That is why we cannot wait for the consid-
erable inflow of labour force to Moscow.

In the last 20 years only in some regions of the RF the population
increased, they were: Moscow, Tatarstan, Bashkiria, regions of
Northern Caucasus and some others. In other regions the state policy
is based on keeping the population and attempts to give life to al
Russian territory.

The migration inflow to Moscow in perspective till 2025 was
appraised at approximately 7075 thousand people, but already
in 2010 we achieved the predictable level. That is why the issues
of reliability of the forecasts of migration flows are really very
important.

The mgjority of migrants are young, able to work people and this
ensures the rejuvenation of the city. On the other hand 22% of immi-
grants have the higher education, but all of them work at construc-
tions and markets. Nobody works in intellectual sphere. That is why
in future there should be the goa of holding the migration policy
aimed at keeping the intellectua potential of migrants for the
«brains» do not only leave Russia and Moscow, but the opposite
process also could appear.

A medium-term program of house building.
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For the first time during the after-soviet period the medium-term
program based on the analysis of the current situation was elabo-
rated. What did cause the necessity of this program's elaboration?

At pic.10 you can see the graphic illustration of how the plans of
house building in Moscow coincided with the aims of improving the
housing conditions of Muscovites.

At the upper diagram the dynamics of house building since 1992 — 11,
15, 21 million of sguare meters. In the column 2006—2010 the vol-
ume of base variant, planned to built in the following period —
34 million square meters of accommodation is shown.

At the lower diagram you can see the dynamics of familieswho arein
the queue for improvement the housing conditions. Till 2004—2005 the
number of families who need the accommodation kept growing. And the
guestion —for whom was everything built? — appears.

House building in Moscow was determined by market, turned
into process of enclosing money in real estate, but not in solving the
housing problems. The additional pecuniary advantage for migrants
inflow appeared. That is why it was decided to elaborate the follow-
ing program.

The analysis shown that active building in Moscow began in
1990. And redly the building complex like a locomotive pulled
Moscow out of crisis that began after the collapse of the Soviet
Union. Building and trade turned into the only sources of the revival
of the economy when industry declined and science was not fi-
nanced, the former life stopped.

But the scale and irregularity of building all over the city was so
great that the disproportions in housing distribution in the regions
that are not supplied with infrastructure.

Except the houses it was planned to build a number of non-
residential buildings. It was planned to build nearly 27 million square
meters of such buildings till 2010.

The goa of the program was to appraise how the future building
(of accommodation and non-residential houses) will influence the
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provision of city with infrastructure and how infrastructure will limit
the house building.

The building was planned at different territories. It was planned to
build 16 million of new houses on the territory of five-storey houses
(for the first time Moscow had an initiative to demolish the five-
storey buildings that were built in Khrushchev period and their
expiration date approached). At the industrial area it was planned to
build 5 million square meters (due to the area reduction). At other
areas of mass building and territories of «changing the functional
purpose» (spot building in regions) — nearly 8 million sguare meters
of accommodations.

The analysis of ensuring the urban building with infrastructure
was held —in all the objects of socia sphere, transport infrastructure,
engineering infrastructure. This analysis gave an opportunity to
single out the regions where it is possible to build and where it is not
desirable, or what should be done for building there.

When forming the graphic materials the principle of traffic lights
was applied — red iswhere is not desirable to build, green — «the way
for building isfree» (pic. 11)

Such analysiswas held in all spheres of infrastructure — preschool
institutions, comprehensive schools, clinics for grown-ups and chil-
dren, ingtitutions of culture, physical training and sport, food and
nonfoods trade, institutions of customer services, catering.

The analysis gave an opportunity of find out the problems that
should be worked at and what should be done. It showed not only
sectoral, but territorial disproportions in the development of the city
infrastructure.

The concrete details that became the part of the Program were
elaborated due to the analysis.

When elaborating the Program a number of calculations for de-
termination of the amount of funding for the events of the Program
were held. The calculations showed that if the cost of house building
is 630 hillion rubles, the infrastructure will cost two times more and
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that such proportions, when the city budget is 48% and financing at
the expense of investors — 52%, should be changed.

The thing is that the city cannot involve the non-budget invest-
ments, especially to the sphere of infrastructure. The main goal of the
program is to ensure the budget transformation for developing the
infrastructure and involvement of non-budget means.

The optimization of the means of city budget and house building
was suggested in the Program. And it was suggested to reduce the
base list and size of house building more than in two times.

For the first time in many years the limit of building was estab-
lished. This limit was distributed among the okrugs with the sugges-
tion to discontinue the earlier concluded treaties for house building.

Already during the Program's realization Moscow government
took measures for additional building of the kindergartens (it was
planned to build 100 kindergartens a year) and for immigration
flows' regulation, the point construction was forbidden.

The monitoring of the Program's realization for the period 2006—
2008 showed that the city did not manage to ensure the planned
demolition of housing resources, because the «resettlement flow»
was not enough efficient, the new places for house building were not
prepared. At the same time more schools, preschool institutions and
clinics were built.

The crisis began in 2008 influenced the economy development
greatly. The approved Program nearly ceased to exist. And the
Program elaborated for the next period till 2012 was not approved.

The current situation in Moscow demands the elaboration of new
variants of the city development and search of new ways of solving
the problems that the capital faces.

In the period of preparing the General Plan of Moscow till 2020
(1997) and Actuaization of the General Plan for the period till 2025
(2003), the forecast of socio-economic development of Moscow till
2020 and till 2025 was elaborated. In this forecast three variants of
Moscow development were considered.
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The first variant — inertial one. It warned that is the high rate of
house building will continue and all accommodation will be moved
into, the population of the city will be 14 million people.

The second — targeted variant. It presupposed unfashionable and
rather unpleasant scenario of Mascow unloading (to find out such
measures, to establish such regime for the population of Moscow
could be reduced, to create the conditions, with the help of coordinat-
ing with Moscow region, to master the suburban efficiently).

The third, realistic variant. The one that presupposed some in-
terim scenario of development and was built into the General Plan
with orientation to the population increase up to 11,2 — 12 million of
people.

The inertial variant indicated the growth of people working in the
economic sphere of the city — from 6 to 8 million of people and
necessity of search of labor and territorial resources.

The targeted variant in contrast to inertial and realistic ones pre-
dicted the reduction of people working in the sphere of the economy
from 6 to 5 million of people due to the growth of work efficiency,
intensification and modernization of the city economy and its inte-
gration with the economy of the Moscow region.

The variants of forecasts were accompanied by calculating a
number of balances — labor, territorial, water, fuel and energy, capital
investments. According to the prognostic balances the recommenda-
tions were prepared.

For example nowadays the fixed capital of the city is invested with
nearly 400 billion rubles and 240 billion rubles of this sum — &t the ex-
pense of the city budget. The city will not be able to solve its problems if
such proportion continues to exist. The only way isto involve the private
business, federal means, means of foreign investors, if it is not possible to
increase the investment attractiveness of Moscow projects, the projects of
innovative development in particular.

The calculations showed that to ensure the demanded level of de-
velopment according to the approved General Plan the deficit of land
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resources will keep. The land deficit will first of all affect the social
building (5 thousand hectares) — the kindergartens, clinics and so on.
There will be no land for building roads, city recreation institutions,
parks, public gardens and so on.

To realize the approved variant of the forecast the «additional»
land resources were suggested in the project. The actions on devel-
opment of the underground and overground space were elaborated —
building of tunnels, overpasses. Nevertheless it should be taken into
account that any variants of intensification of territory use lead to
increase of building density that is already at the breaking point in
Moscow.

For the last one hundred years the territorial increase occurred
several times. In the end of the X1X century the city occupied nearly
18,7 thousand hectares. In 1960 the borders of Moscow were broad-
ened up to Moscow ring road (87,7 thousand hectares), this led to the
appearance of great reserve of free territory. 20 years later (in 1985) the
territories that located over the Moscow ring road were included into the
city and the territory of Moscow became 108,1 thousand hectares.

The intensive mastering of these territories was held in Moscow
and the percentage of building of the urban territory was constantly
growing. Nowadays the percentage of building has nearly achieved
the possible limit. The average density of population in the city is 96
per./hec. and in the Center district of Moscow is 105 per./hec.

Comparing with other big cities (pic. 12) the density of popula-
tion in New York is 106 per./hec., in Manhatten — 277 per./hec., in
Great Paris the density of population is like in Moscow — 86
per./hec., and in Paris itself (its territory is like Central Administra-
tive District of Moscow) — 209 per./hec., in London — 49, in Istanbul
—77. 1 would like to point out once more that the density of popula-
tion in Moscow is aready too high and its further growth will lead to
insoluble additional problems.

The forecast of the level and quality of life of the population. As
it was aready pointed out, according to the preliminary results of
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genera population census of 2010 the population sizeis 11,7 million.
According to the forecast of the Department of economic policy and
development of Moscow the population of Moscow will be 10,6
million till 2012.

If we consider that the population of Moscow is 10,6 million peo-
ple, then the comparative level of socio-economic development of
Moscow according to the approved in international practice index of
the human potential's devel opment can be appreciated.

Among big European cities Moscow occupies the last point (less
isonly in St. Petersburg). The average life duration in Moscow is 70
years and in other cities of Europe it is 77 years (in prognosis till
2025 we predict the growth of life duration of Muscovites up to the
medium level of Europe).

As about the level of Gross regional product per head, Moscow is
again behind (to reach the level of Europe the indicators should be
increased in 5 times till 2025. For Moscow and Russia as a whole
these indicators are very ambitious).

So-called «coefficient of funds» (the ratio of the incomes of 10%
of the richest to 10% of the poorest people) is in Moscow 43. There
is no such coefficient in the world, either in Europe or in Russia
This means that Moscow has concentrated an enormous number of
incomes of a small group of rich people. And it is a problem of not
only acity, but a country as awhole.

We will try to take this fact in General Plan, from at least the po-
sition of real demand in accommodation.

The demand in quality of life in the city, particularly concern the
level of housing. The housing provision is nearly 20 square m/per.,
and more than a quarter of the city is provided even |ess than sanitary
norms demand — 18 sguare meters on head. Till 2025 some im-
provements are supposed, but even the redlization of the General
Plan's great program of house building will not ensure the sanitary
norms and housing provision of 25 square meters/per. at the whole
territory of the city.
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The Federal program «accessible accommodation» demands
building not less than 1 square meter for a dweller in a year from
every constituent territory of the RF. For Moscow it is 10-11 million
square meters ayear. The approved General Plan supposes the house
building of approximately 6 million sguare meters a year. And
nowadaysit is built less than 3 million square meters ayear.

The situation with the level of the housing accessibility is very
ambiguous. The coefficient of the housing accessibility can be calcu-
lated in several ways — the year income of the family (of three per-
sons) is compared with the average cost of a flat (53 square meters)
or average year credit for buying aflat. There are two variants. when
it is supposed that all the incomes of the family will be directed at
buying aflat and when 30% of the income will be directed at the flat
and 70% at life and paying the services.

Today to buy a flat an average Muscovite needs 15 years under
the condition that 1/3 of the income will be directed at buying a flat.
But it is an average indicator. Really for people with different in-
comes the period for buying a flat is very different — rich people
manage to do thisin several years and poor people may work for 100
years (pic. 14).

And rich people have already 2 or 3 flats in Moscow and maybe
even abroad.

And a question appears — how should the housing policy in a city
be held, how should the city solve the problems of providing houses,
what criteria and norms should be applied, what sources should be
mobilized?

Stable and balanced development of the city. Several words about
the economy. Goods' and services production in the city is distrib-
uted in the proportions that are typical for modern consumer society.

Today the services production is 75%, goods production — only
14%. In goods production two sectors participate: industry and
building. If the volume of building is in share — even not in volume,
but in share — it will be reduced and the following question appears —
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how Moscow will manage to raise the industry and develop new
innovative industry.

In the structure of services' production the trade is hypertrophied.
According to the forecasts its share will be reduces but the share of
financial activity and whole commerce activity on the market's
ensuring will grow.

Some growth should take place in the field of science and devel-
opment of technology. For realizing these plans the special measures
on reorganizing the territories were built into.

The analysis shows that since 1992 for nearly 20years the share of
people occupied in the sphere of science and industry was nearly
halved (from 41% to 19%) (pic. 15).

And the share of occupied in trade and building doubled (from
22% to 43%), increased in two these spheres, where mainly the
foreign labour force is used. That is why the issue of developing the
employment system is very important.

The city has to develop the sectors (forms of activity) that de-
mand qualified and well-paid labor, attractive for Muscovites, sup-
port the science intensive productions with high value added.

Today the debates about whether Moscow needs industry and in-
dustrial territories are held. We have held a whole complex of differ-
ent researches that show that the largest cities of the world reduce the
share if industry in the field of employment, but do not eliminate it.
Science and industry ensure the significant share of the gross domes-
tic product of these cities.

We consider that the whole-world trends of development and lo-
cating science and industry in cities should the considered in the
documents of long-term planning in Moscow.

In 2004 a rather unique solution was accepted in the city — the
Law of the city of Moscow on forming the new institutions on and
over the territories of the former production zones — «industrial
areas» in order to keep the scientific-industrial potential for primary
location of the institutions of science, industry and their infrastruc-
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ture there. According to this Law the Decision of the Government of
Moscow assigned the territory of 7,8 thousand hectares for the indus-
trial areas (pic. 16).

Nowadays the plants and organizations of science and industry
occupy 50% of these territories. Other part of the territory is occupied by
«secondary» for these zones facilities that should be reorganized.

The industrial zones reserved the territories for rebasing there
other factories from other territories of Moscow and for creation new
innovative centers with the aim of concentration the production of
innovative character, forming the industrial parks, development of
small business, concentration of the science of higher educational
ingtitutions.

Strategically Moscow was and has to stay rather powerful scien-
tific-technical center of the country, the creation of special «indus-
trial zones» (such «mini-Skolkovo) should help in solving this stra-
tegicam.

Jobsite placement. One of the main city problemsis the following
— nearly 35% of working people work in the central part of the city.
2 million 300 workers concentrate every day in the center of the city.
1 million of them are foreigners. This leads to serious migration
flows and creates additional loading on the transport infrastructure.

As an example the population of the town Mytishchi, Moscow re-
gion, that borders upon the Northeast district of Moscow, is provided
with jobsites in less than 50%. It is obvious that dwellers of the town
look for the job in the Northeast district or try to find work in the
center of the city.

That is why it should be pointed out once more that the aims of
purposeful development of Moscow exceed the bounds of the city,
but these problems have to be solved.

Moscow region approved its own Scheme of territorial planning
that foresees the development of Science cities, the points of fastened
devel opment — «points of growth». The General Plan of development
was approved in Moscow. But these two documents are not coordi-
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nated and the development of two neighboring constituent territories
is uncoordinated.

We consider that the main problem of Moscow isin priority of its
status of a constituent territory of the Federation and underestimation
of other statuses of Moscow.

The legislation gave Moscow a status of the constituent territory
of the Federation, the federal legislation wrote nothing about the
status of Moscow as a center of Moscow agglomeration, about the
necessity of joint development of Moscow and Moscow region.
Every constituent territory approved its own laws, town-building
code and tries «to live» its own life.

Moscow has really chosen the way of integration. And | think
Gavriil Kharitonovich remembers the Decree of the President
B.N. Eltsyn on cottage building in Moscow region approved in 1991.

Such program of low-rise cottages building in 50-kilometers dis-
tance from Moscow (PRAMA) unfortunately collapsed then. We
intended to devel op the low-rise cottages' building in Moscow region
in selected directions ensured with transport infrastructure.

And now around the perimeter of Moscow an enormous number
of cottage villages that are not ensured with infrastructure, transport
communication are situated. The additional problems appear because
of irregularity of al the buildings around the territory of Moscow
and Moscow region.

In world town-building policy some steps on the field of leaving the
concept of developing the agglomerations with ring structure are taken.
Such attempts at the connectional level were undertaken in Moscow. The
linear relations should be developed. New building in linear directions
taking into account the provison of agglomeration with engineering,
trangport infrastructure and jobsites should be redlized.

Considering the dynamics of population size of Moscow agglom-
eration in ring zones (pic. 17), we can draw the conclusion that the
gradua removal of population from Moscow to periphery of the area
takes place.
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In 20" years of the XX century half of the population of Moscow
was concentrated in the boundary of the Sadovoe Koltso, and the
other part —in current Central administrative region (former Kamer-
Kollezhsky val).

In 1950 — 1960 after the approva of new boundaries of the city
according to the Ring road the population of the city removed to the
next zone — between the Central administrative district and Moscow
ring road. And the mgjority of jobsites is concentrated in the bounda-
ries of Sadovoe Koltso and Central administrative district.

This caused the appearance of transport problems in the city, be-
cause even the most modern and efficient transport systems of the
biggest megalopolises of the world cannot solve the goa of every-
day movement of labour resources from the periphery of the city to
its center and backwards.

At the current period the solution of the transport problems of the
city is connected with the elimination of misbalance in the location
of jobsites and accommodation of working people that was formed
during the second part of the XX century and still continues. New
jobsites are not created at the periphery of Moscow, and in the towns
of Moscow region the houses are build on the territories of former
industrial zones.

Another problem of the uncontrolled building on the territory of
Moscow and Moscow region is elimination of the Woodland park
zone of the capital. In this zone that fulfilled the key role in forming
the favorable ecological environment of Moscow one million of
people lived and now there live already 3 million of people. This
zone nearly changed its function and transport problems worsened
because the housing and commerce building is located in this zone.

The Project of Moscow development provided the scenario of
Moscow «unloading» at the expense of planned settlement of popu-
lation of Moscow at the territory of the Moscow region using the
concept of innovative development of «points of growth» in the
current settlements.
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At pic. 18 the relative population size of Moscow, that corre-
sponds to the target version of the forecast, is shown — 8,6 million
people.

It should be pointed out that if we really decide to realize the tar-
geted variant then the resettlement from Moscow over the current
administrative boundaries of the city to updated places of work
should pass not mechanicaly but naturally — due to creation the
favorable conditions of life in the region that motivated people for
resettlement out of Moscow. People will be able to choose places for
accommodation and will not cling to the privatized flatsin Moscow.

Realization of this variant will not only bring closer the resettle-
ment of people but also will increase the provision with accommoda-
tion up to the level that will be higher than in Moscow.

Thereupon | would like to dwell on the notion of provision of
population with accommodation (sq. m./per.). In Soviet period and
nowadays planning in the sphere of house building was guided by
this rather approximate indicator.

The current amount of housing in Moscow is 217 million sq. m.,
in Moscow region — 205 million sg. m., the population of Moscow
and Moscow region is 17,3 million people.

The current medium level of provision of people with accommo-
dation in Moscow is 20,5 sg. m./per., and in Moscow region — 30 sg.
m./per. Redlly these figures do not reflect the real provision because
the region includes its own calculations and the accommodation built
by Muscovites at its territory and is used by them as a «second»
accommodeation.

Central European level of provision that is the example for some
leaders of regions is 30-35 sg. m./per. That means that having a
population of 11-12 million we, in Moscow should have the amount
of housing of 340-360 million square meters. But it is unachievable
because of the current planning structure of the city. And that means
that the indicator of provision should not be applied as atargeted one
in Moscow.
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There is one more speciaty of Moscow that gives an opportunity
to confirm that the current provision of the city population is not so
little.

Nearly 30% of Muscovites have the «second» accommodation in
Maoscow region and even abroad. Taking this into account we can calcu-
late that nearly 60-100 million sg./m. on the territory of Moscow region
belong to Muscovites. That is why the real housing provision of Musco-
vitesis 25-30 sg. m./per. and not 19-20 sg. m./per. asit is considered.

Moscow region is going to project and build 380-440 min. sg.m.
If more than a half of this amount will belong to Muscovites, we will
leave behind all developed countries and will reach the level of 40—
45 sq. m./per.

The practice of calculation the provision in planning the new
building based on the number of Muscovites and square meters of
accommodations in Moscow should be changed. The calculations
should be based on the number of families who really need the
improvement of housing and the selective solutions of such problems
should be worked out. That iswhy the indicators of house building in
Moscow should be corrected in Moscow.

It is obvious that the city hasto build as many houses asit is needed to
ensure the interconnected planning and development of Moscow and
Moscow region and to determine in what regions and parts of Moscow
region we have to consolidate the efforts for forming the conditions that
will promote the further redistribution of population's settlement in Mos-
cow and Maoscow region. The single policy of the territorial development
of dl the capital region should be held.

And | would like to cover one more thing in my report — the is-
sues of normative regulation of the city building.

The documents existing nowadays are based on the Urban devel-
opment Code of the Russian Federation approved in 2004. That
means that the conditions of the town building of culture in Russia
was renewed after a break in 80 years only in 1990-2000 because in
the Soviet Union was no town building legislation.
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That iswhy we will need not less then one-two decades for adap-
tation to new conditions when the solutions will be accepted not on
the basis of administrative commands, but on the basis of legidative-
regulated process of forming the consensus between the interests of
state, business and society.

One of the most important conditions of the town-building regula-
tion is the interconnection with the system of long-term forecasting
and strategic planning of the socio-economic development. The
necessity of elaboration the prognoses in Russia was approved in
1993 in the Federal Law about the forecasting. But indeed the obliga-
tion of prognostication is now fixed only in Budget code that de-
mands the elaboration of the forecasts for two-three years. This
short-term forecasts cannot substitute for the long-term prognostica-
tion.

Nowadays the system of long-term prognostication did not get
any legidlative support. When preparing the General Plan of devel-
opment of Moscow in 2008 «Preconditions of socio-economic de-
velopment of the city» where the variants of Moscow development
were elaborated. But these Preconditions did not get the status of the
official part of the Genera Plan and the indicators of the «chosen
variant» were not approved.

After elaboration of the General Plan further work on forecasting
was not in demand and the financing was stopped.

Nowadays Russia gradually passes to the system of long-term
forecasting of socio-economic development. The Government of the
RF approved the Concept of long-term development of the RF
(«Russia— 2020»).

It was the first attempt in the post-soviet period to determine the
long-term guidelines of development for the country. This document
contains the sector sections and regional ones.

The system of the long-term forecasting still has not received any
further development because of the crisis, but now the projects of
different programs, including federal state programs that determine
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the federal policy for the long-term perspective are elaborated. The
same work beginsin Moscow.

The system of socio-economic forecasting and strategic planning
in Moscow has nearly the same structure and the system of the RF as
a whole. At the same time Moscow did not elaborated its Program
«Moscow-2020» and without this program it is rather difficult to
fulfill the coordination of the sectoral programs.

We elaborated the forecast of socio-economic development for 15
years and project of the Strategy of the city development till 2025.
But because of the absence of the public discussion and inefficient
elaboration of the coordination with the Strategy of development of
Moscow region the project turned out to be untenable.

It also did not give any answer to the main questions of the
Strategy. What is the function and mission of Moscow in the region,
capital and world? What is Moscow? What is it — a capital, political
center, financial, business, showroom, cultural and sport center?
There is still no coordinated answer to this question in the city.

The determination of the Moscow mission and then its functions
should be based on the definition of the role of Moscow in the sys-
tem of structures of different level (pic. 19)

While moving away form the structure 1 «M oscow-settlement» to
the structure 6 «Moscow — world city» the functions of the city
change and its economy changes as well as functional and planning
structure of the city and way of building (pic. 20)

If the city is considered to be a settlement («Moscow — for Mus-
covites»), then the city creates its own amount of housing (including
the norms of provision of the population with accommodation),
develops the infrastructure of local level, creates the minimal infra-
structure of the city level (for provision the population with jobsites
and budget replenishment) and with the leftover method devel ops the
infrastructure of the out-of-town level (for example, for fulfilling the
capital or world function). Accordingly, the structure of housing and
uninhabited fund of the city isformed.
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The diversification of the city economy, active development of
functions of world city demands the development of the uninhabited
fund and infrastructure of the out-of-city international level. But with
the current territorial and infrastructural limits the opportunities for
locating the comfortable accommodation for people who has to
fulfill these large-scale functions are also limited. The population is
moved from the center of the city, then out of the city.

The projects of the two latest General Plans were elaborated un-
der the conditions of the city isolated from the region and federa
authorities with the priorities of the city development — as a large
settlement, without taking into account the strategic aims of Moscow
as a political and economic center of the region, country and world.
This position creates the difficulties in the field of further develop-
ment of Moscow as a center of the country and as aworld city.

It is clear today that the policy in the sphere of town-building
should be determined taking into account the strategic aim of Mos-
cow development, its functions in the region, country and the world,
and also the perspectives of interconnected development with Mos-
cow region and other regions of our country.

These issues should be solved with regards for authorities of the
top state level.

The Decree of the President of the RF D.A. Medvedev of the 12"
of May, 2009 presupposes the creation of the system of strategic
development for the long-term and medium-term perspective, includ-
ing regional, interregional and intersectoral level.

Several projects of the law that presuppose that in the constituent
territories of the Russian Federation the strategies and targeted
programs and prognoses should be elaborated, are discussed in the
State Duma at this moment. Moscow has to elaborate and introduce
such system.

It should be stressed that interconnected development of the con-
stituent territories of Russia, Moscow and Moscow region should be
regulatory fixed on the federal level. It is not efficient smply to

mention the neighbor region in regulatory acts (in Charter) of the
constituent territories of the federation, it is necessary to find the
ways of solving the common problems and legislative fixation of
such issues in the document of both constituent territories.

It seems to me that there are some premises. Last year our insti-
tute has successfully finished the elaboration of the General plan of
Nizhniy Novgorod on the order of the governor of the Nizhe-
gorodskiy region Valery Pavlinovich Shantsev. As it seems to me,
the main service of V.P. Shantsev is that he as a governor did not
close the city in the current boundaries and let the city be projected
taking into account the agglomerative interconnections. Actually
when projecting, instead of one Nizhniy Novgorod six cities were
examined.

If we do not get such an opportunity in Moscow and examine
Moscow as a city that is limited by the boundaries of the constituent
territory of the federation with eliminated woodland parks and re-
gional zone, Moscow will not be able to solve its problems for many
years.

We consider that the first and foremost solution of the current
problems should be held under the conditions of existing boundaries
and current legidative field. But the formation and realization of the
strategic ideas should be held taking into account the processes of
globalization, under the conditions of establishment the civil society
and when the city is considered to be an open system.

The stable development of the city is the development that gives
and opportunity to create the benefit for the future generations, not
worsening the life of the current generation and satisfying the neces-
sities of the current generation, and not undermining the opportunity
of satisfying the necessities of the future ones.

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VILLE DE LUXEMBOURG:
OPTIMIZING FUNCTIONAL COSTS

P.HELMINGER,
mayor of Luxembourg City, doctor of Jurisprudence

Mr. President, dear members of the International Union of
economists, ladies and gentlemen. | have to invite you to climb down
with me from the heights of one of the world's top megal opolises to
the lower and perhaps more manageable, one of the Europe's smaller
capitals. So | do not want to even try to compete on numbers, but
instead | would like to dwell alittle bit on the methodology, because
| do think that basically the fundamentals of the problems we are
facing are the same wherever we are and perhaps the methodol ogy
that we use to cope with the impact of the financial and economic
crisis of the latest years and that is not quite over yet will be of useto
some of us.

If we look at the financial analysis that we faced, we redlize that
in 2009 fiscal income was still increasing somewhat on the basis of
the extremely successful previous years, but it was going down
scientifically in 2010 and is likely to go down on further in 2011 and
2012. At the absence of measures and summing that the staff will
remain constant, the elaboration costs will increase at least 2% per
year. And if we are going to implement all the projects that have
already been agreed and that were basically seen in the framework of
our ambitions to maintain the quality of life in the city, but now new
projects will be introduced. We would run ordinary budget deficits at
least until 2013 and at the end of that time no financial reserves will
be |eft after this implementation of the existing projects.

Now our reaction was not simply to try to measure budgetary
consequences and correct the resulted misbalances in public fi-
nances, but rather to launch immediately in the spring of 2009 the in-
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depth scrutiny of the city activities and to enforce the management of
our human resources.

The basic objections that we share | believe with most cities,
| have heard that Vienna together with Luxemburg is also striving to
maintain the high quality of live that we have because we are living
in the services economy and services economy is a people's econ-
omy, people with high qualification and they have very high expecta-
tions on their quality of life. The secure environment for people of
many different backgrounds. The city of Luxemburg is one of the
smallest capitals, is close now to 200 thousand residents, but more people
are in the city during the day when economic activity is at full. 65% of
residents do not have the Luxemburg passport. So the secure environment
is very important and of course it sums that we do have smooth and
officidly functioning public services from ability to waste disposd,
leisure occasion, culture, internet access, eic.

The methodology we used to come to grips with the conse-
guences of the crisis was the screening process. | will briefly de-
scribe what this process means. Step one meant that we asking
ourselves and asking our services to ask themselves what are we
doing? What services with what kind of value added do we offer? So
started with the line by line service, survey of products and services
according to whether they were mediatory, a law says that we have
to be involved in issue of identity cards or more a political product,
like public transport that in Luxemburg is not an obligatory function
of the city and most of leisure and culture would fall in this category
aswell. What is the nature of the product or service? Isit an essential
survice to provide to the city to function or it isjust nice to have? Is
it intermediate product do | contribute to producing something else
or may a part of the procedure involves other institutions of the state
or it is a fina product? Who is the customer that | am addressing
product and the service | am producing to? Are there interconnec-
tions with other products? What is the impact when the products
were discontinued? Will there be any aternative suppliers? In other
words our main goal was to define the basic value added of every
product.
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Step two is how do you for this. Step one — what do we do and step
two —how do we do this. And we again go line by line through analysis of
each product, looking at the were compulsory reasons for redlization the
product under own management, did the law obliges to do that, is there a
notion concept on the reasons for public services involved, is there a
reason for control that place into this. Arguments against my own man-
agement that come to mind are cost and efficiency of the public services.
After this andysis we came to face to which was to late the products and
sarvices to the organizationa entities. How is the city organized and how
is it managed to produce the kinds of products and services that we are
producing. Then to determine the specific qudifications required to be
sustained in the organization by mediatory product and management. |
indst on the mediatory product and dl-management it is because that
higtoricaly the city wasinvolved in doing.

And finally in phase three — we have came to assessing the value
added of the product serviceas to whether it is handled to the own
management or subcontracted, in relation to its nature, so this cross
analysis of the way the product is handled to the nature of the prod-
uct, is mediatory or not mediatory, with the resulting, output and
recommendations which go then through cancellation of the product
or service through al-management, full sub-contracting or highly
management.

These accounts for the part that is counts for about 40% of opera-
tional costs, 60% of the cost however is related to stuff. And that isa
portion of our operational costs that of course in a way much more
difficult to handle than the pure operational costs outside of the
human resources. Now why is it so difficult? The main difficulty is
to adapt human resources as quickly as you would in the private
sector to changing demand and of course demand is changing. So we
at least addressed the problem in two ways: in realizing that there is
an absolute need to contain additional headcount, at least not to
expand the headcount and secondly to maintain the efficiency and
possible improve of the efficiency of the existing headcount. We did
this by introducing a very strict budgetary procedure where we
request everyone of our departments with a budget proposals to
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submit not only the financial requirements, but also the human
resources, that means if they do real project how much does it cost,
how much human resources does it involve and so on. On the other
side we have set up an eternal audit that reviews all additional head-
count requests before it ever goes to the executive body and is agreed
or then not agreed.

Further more we conduct systematical check of organizational
and operational procedures of the services trying to find out where
are the better ways of producing the same results and within the
human resources department proper we have set up a special service
to monitor the job satisfaction. We have to be sure that people re-
main satisfied with their job, because the job satisfaction means more
productivity. We aso set up a specia service to maintain and im-
prove the professional qualification of the staff. Again if you cannot
replace the staff at least make sure that the staff you employ is quali-
fied to do a useful job.

The results were quite surprising. In ordinary budget are able and
again do not look at the numbers, but rather the impact that it had,
but have been able to reduce operating expenses outside the human
resources by almost 15% in 2010 budget while maintaining the
quality of service levels for citizens. And at the same time maintain
and even increase our investment budget, in fact we have doubled the
investment budget going primarily in over renewal, mobility and
social services to families to make sure that we are well-prepared to
meet the challenge use of continue growth in the future, but even
more then these savings that we achieved in perspective savings and
we can say that we did achieve the results as foreseeing in the 2010
budget in the running year of 2009 the sensibility that we introduced
in the departments to make sure that they spend money only in a
reasonable way, meant that we saved almost 16 million of expenses
of 2009 that were fully budgeted and the serviced could quick spend
if they had not been made very-very sensitive to the budgetery disci-
pline that we wanted to introduce.

What mean to say by that is that the extraordinary capacity in po-
litical systems providing you act with determination and you are
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ready to face up to the question of value added, performance and
quality and it is an enormous wealth of creativity and innovative
intelligence that you can use among the collaborators of the city if
you are determined to do so, and do involve them in the process.

And | will conclude with this general concept that your ability,
sustainability and social responsibility which we have come to know
from the private sector istrue for the public services as well.

BALANCED DEVELOPMENT

The history of economic development of our people leaves the
roots in depths of unrecorded time, and the XX-th century on advan-
tage takes in it a special place. Last century in economy of Azerbai-
jan, as well as all world, there were revolutionary changes, as arule,
interfaced to serious tests, but, overcoming al obstacles and difficul-
ties, our people continued to live and create. Scales of these changes,
their separate stages and features are necessary for estimating objec-
tively both in a context of universal development, and from the point
of view of the past and the future of our country.

The Azerbaijan economy in the past century existed and devel-
oped within the limits of the several economic systems, seventy one
year of its history (1920-1991) has fallen to the Soviet period. World
practice shows, that frequently independence is paid by sufferings,
victims and tortures, and not al countries which have achieved
independence, successfully pass these tests.

Finding by Azerbaijan the state independence is on October, 18th,
1991 historical achievement of the Azerbaijan people. Vital realities
have shown what to protect and strengthen the sovereignty much
more difficultly, than to get it. When in May-June, 1993 crisis in the
country has become aggravated to a limit, Azerbaijan has appeared
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on the verge of civil war. Before threat of loss of national independ-
ence the people have resolutely demanded leaving of the government
of laymans and again have entrusted the destiny to Heydar Aliyev.
Having returned to the big policy, Heydar Aliyev has done titanic
work for rescue of the country from inevitable tragedy. It was time
when the economy of Azerbaijan was in stagnation, the powerful
industrial potential collapsed, to extreme degree external threats and
an interna political situation have become aggravated.

The new independent state has carried out a number of deeply
thought over and thorough measures on a conclusion of the country
from the hardest political and an economic crisis and as prime and
urgent problems has started to direct bridges of cooperation with the
developed countries. As the head having a wide experience of the
government, Heydar Aliyev well knew tendencies of universal
processes, historical features of Azerbaijan and has developed
the strategy of development corresponding to geopolitical and
national interests of the country. According to this strategy
processes of the state building, creation of legislative base for
introduction of new economic system have been brought into
accord with the international rules of law and principles of the
international cooperation.

It has been developed strategy of revival of economy of Azerbai-
jan, consecutive strengthening of the state independence of the
country and as a basic direction of economic development the oil
factor has been defined. It was unique the correct way which has
allowed republic to begin actively and accelerated to be integrated
into economic, to involve considerable financial resources and capi-
tal investments from abroad. At al is not a secret what strong pres-
sure and hard obstacles it was necessary to overcome to independent
Azerbaijan during realization of oil strategy.

All well-known a role of an oil complex of Azerbaijan in devel-
opment of economy of the USSR. This role was especially showed
during the Great Patriotic War Thanks to heroic work of oil industry
workers of Azerbaijan of the Soviet combat material of 80 percent
was put in action by means of the Baku oil. Despite military actions,
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Baku remained the main supplier of combustive-lubricating materi-
as. In days of war the Azerbaijan oil industry workers made to 80
percent of fuel of all country. In the first year of war for needs of
front it has been sent 23,5 million tons of ail. In total for years of the
Great Patriotic War the Baku oil industry workers have sent on front
of 75 million tons of «oil» that has made three quarters from extrac-
tion volume on all the USSR.

... Adolf Hitler made titanic efforts and planned on capture of the
richest oil deposits of Baku. In Europe the basic stocks of oil have
been concentrated to Caucasus and in Romania. Was in Poland,
Hungary and Germany a little, but they had purely symbolical value.
Hitler's plans were known, and it, actually, and did not hide them.

Oil spectrum in Europe and direct affinity from it before the Second
World War beginning was ended. The English oil companies have pro-
vided to themsdves concessions in Qatar, Muscat and in Contractual
Oman. After fierce struggle between oil monopolies at five American
companies in the countries Near and Middle East it has appeared more
half of all concession the areas — about 2,5 million sg. km. Perspective on
oil and natural gas, 12 percent of all assumed stocks of oil and over
13 percent of its extraction. The French oil capital has taken hold from
above of 6 percent concession the areas, almost in 9 percent of the recon-
noitered stocks and in 6 percent of extracted oil. Other deposits have
appeared under the control of the English-Dutch capital.

Thus, before the Second World War beginning oil riches have ap-
peared in hands of the future allies, and Germany had only Roma-
nian oil and synthetic fuel. Sill in the early thirties Hitler in confi-
dential conversations with the president of the Danzig senate
Herman Raushningom has told: «We need space which will make us
independent in any political situation and from any coalition. In the
east we need sovereignty to Caucasus and even Iran». «If | will not
have an ail, | should finish war», — so Hitler proved the order», —the
high-ranking German officer who was at war during the Second
World War on East front writes Henneke Hardel.

The German minister of arms and a war industry Albert Shpeer
has informed on interrogation in May, 1945, that «the reguirement
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for oil, undoubtedly, was the basic motive at decision-making on
intrusion into Russiax.

Friedrih Wilhelm Kanaris, the head of department of investigation and
counter espionage at the Supreme command of armed forces of Germany
— Abwer — asserted, that without fast capture raw materials of resources
of the USSR, and first of all the Baku ail, the victory isimpossible. In the
spring of 1941 for the operation organization of ail fields in Baku have
created special management — «Saff Westfalen». At meeting in the rate of
the Fuhrer, taken place on July, 16th, 1941, it was noticed, that «the Baku
area... Should become German concesson».

Fortunately Hitler's plans were not carried out thanks to titanic
efforts of the people occupying republics and also their allies. Also |
will note once again a feat of the Baku oil industry workers in the
company on fascism defeat. Most brightly about it the marshal of
Soviet Union George Zhukov was expressed: «QOil industry workers
of Baku gave to front and the country so much fuel, how many it was
necessary for protection of our Fatherland, for a fast victory over the
enemy».

This foreshortening in history shows, the role of the Baku oil in
fascism defeat was how much great.

Today Azerbaijan has selected an own way, the original model of
development. The Lord has generously presented Azerbaijan with
natura riches, is at us and the solid industrial, scientific and techni-
cal, intellectual, labour potential, the country in which we live, is on
ajoint of the East and the West, Europe and Asia, that is at the major
geostrategic crossroads. Having so favourable advantages, Azerbai-
jan has today also accurate priorities of the economic strategy which
realization will alow our republic to achieve high indicators of
economic growth and qualitatively new level of development for the
first decades of the XXI-st century.

In independence the oil policy of Azerbaijan has been brought
into accord with the general strategy of development, principles of a
legal demacratic society. Taking into account national interests all
necessary measures directed on improvement of an investment
climate and decrease of risk factors have been taken.
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The important factor to strengthening of economic safety and an
exit on a world scene participation of the country in the large trans-
national projects became promoting, to one of which was the trans-
port corridor Europe-Caucasus-Asia. Our country is located in the
centre of this transport corridor and connects two continents. Politi-
cal-economical potential, power of this transport corridor so wide-
scale, that for our republic it means stable development, constant
active participation in the international economic relations, develop-
ment of regional cooperation. The great Silk way is an eternal capital
of Azerbaijan, a constant factor of the economic development, never
arunning low source of the income and means of political stability.

Exclusively the great value had for an exit of economy of republic
on a better level of development realization of programs on liquida
tion of a high rate of unemployment, formation of regions, construc-
tion of refugees. All these questions have been concretized in Gov-
ernment programs on reduction of poverty and economic
development of regions.

Getting acquainted with the book of professor Utkin «the Ameri-
can strategy for the XXI-st century», | have found in it interesting
enough thought: «When the country lacks people in the management,
capable to support foreigners start to fill the basic processes of ability
to live, sooner or later vacuum. Is called it as colonization.

Wisdom of Heydar Aliyev was showed and that it in history of
the Soviet Azerbaijan has begun program realization in a direction of
talented representatives of the Azerbaijan youth in higher educational
institutions of Soviet Union. The most prestigious high schools of
Moscow, St. — Petersburg, Kiev, Minsk and other cities prepared
young Azerbaijan shots for work in the major branches of a science
and technics. These shots howadays make the mgjor part of intelli-
gent potential of republic

We and should give today special attention to improvement of
quality indicators of new personnel potential of the sovereign Azer-
baijan state, provide active participation of the young compatriots
trained abroad, to an effective utilization of their experience in
spheres science concept and innovative economy.

Already new tendencies which will play in the long term a key
role in economy and nation progress as a whole, therefore the system
analysis of factors of development and allocation of priorities at each
stage — one of the important problems of the forthcoming period
today operate. As the academician Amirzadzhan-back has fairly
noted in the book «About a way to the XXI-st century»: «Experience
collects not for the past, and for the future... It is necessary to be
able to look at the present from the point of view of the future».

As awhole the first decade of the XXI-st century for our republic
was decade of high rates of development and the decision of strategic
problems on deepening of reforms. It is enough to notice, that during
2004—2010 of gross national product of Azerbaijan has increased in
2,8 times, the foreign trade turnover — in 2,9 times, social expenses
of the state budget — in 4,8 times, monetary incomes of the popula-
tion —in 3,4 times, poverty level was reduced to 11%. High rates all
regions of the country develop. The analysis of the basic indicators
of a national economy has confirmed, that the Government program
on development of the regions, calculated on 2004 — 2009 has been
successfully executed, and thanks to additional financial sources it
has been realized in wider scales, than it was planned originaly.
Results of the first years of redlization of the second Government
program calculated for 2009-2013, are very encouraging.

The shape of regions, cities and settlements of Azerbaijan
changes, they become more modern, beautiful and arranged well,
fine conditions for realization of infrastructural projects are created,
the big attention is given to building of social objects. Problems of
the compelled immigrants, shekhid families are solved, invalids of
the Karabakh war, schools, hospitals, culture establishments, sports
constructions are under construction. In republic almost al settle-
ments of the country are provided by the electric power, successfully
there is a process of full gasification of settlements. Its level has
aready made 85 percent, and the settlements located on a long
distance from the regional centres now are installed gas. Among
infrastructura projects of the decision the program on uninterrupted
maintenance of all population of the country of qualitative potable
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water, modernization of sewer system and creation of an irrigating
infrastructure for agriculture wait. Development of agrarian sector
will give additional and powerful stimulus to increase of level of
incomes of peasants. Creation of new workplaces and the enterprises,
practical steps on business support, the state support of small and
average business, financing by the state of infrastructural projects —
al it promotes improvement of quality indicators of economic
growth of the country.

In spite of the fact that 2009 was for &l economic very difficult and
heavy, year of tests of Azerbaijan had appeared among the countries the
least vulnerable to financia to shocks. Overwhelming mgority of our
citizens have not felt the negative processes which were taking place in
system of economic in criss. Monetary incomes of the population have
increased more than by 10 percent. All socid payments, labour grants,
pensions and wages have been paid in full and without any ddlays. The
government has quickly developed a plan of measures on rendering
assistance to business and banks. Aswell as in previous years, the Azer-
baijan economy and in 2009 was one of developing economy in the
world. Rates of growth of economy have made 9,3 percent, industria
production — 8,6 percent, and inflations— only 1,5 percent. In prepared by
one of the mogt influential financid ingtitutions of the world — the World
bank and the Internationa financia corporation the report «Doing Busi-
ness 2009», reflecting usefulness business — environments, Azerbaijan,
having improved the rating in comparison with 2008, has moved with
64th on 33 place among 181 countries and has been declared by the best
country-reformer in the world. The Azerbaijan Republic has achieved
considerable progress on 7 of 10 specified in the report to indicators — to
smplification of procedures to start business, to reception of credits,
property regigration, creation of the favorable tax environment, labour
market development, protection of the rights of investors and performance
of contracts. For last 10 years in anationa economy it is enclosed invest-
ments for the sum of sometenshillionsdollars.

As the president of Republic [lham Aliyev marks. «Azerbai-
jan — very comprehensible place for foreign investments. We
could earn this image first of all thanks to the work spent in oil
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and gas sphere. Investment has already got wide scope and in all
other areas. Creation of the Azerbaijan state investment com-
pany pursued such aim — that investments from abroad and
from local sources, from a private sector were put in the spheres
necessary to us. We have reached this purpose. We should make
so that our country the same as and today, at all times could live
at own expense that our people, as always, itself defined the
destiny that we on anybody did not depend, always adequately
carried out theto the policy and strengthened our countrys.

Our main pain is Mountain Karabakh — primordially Azerbaijan
earth occupied by armed forces of Armenia. As a result of military
aggression of this country against Azerbaijan it is annexed seven
areas of Azerbaijan, and about one million Azerbaijan citizens be-
came refugees and the compelled immigrants on own earth. And it
despite four resolutions of the United Nations in which immediate
clearing of territoriesis required, settlement of the conflict within the
limits of territorial integrity of Azerbaijan. Undoubtedly, that the
decision of this problem will open new favorable conditions for
development of economy of all region, will provide stability and the
world on Caucasus.

About one. The comparative analysis of results economy reforma-
tion of the post-socialist countries testifies that social and economic
successes are reached in those countries where the governments a test
method both errors revedled scales and borders of defensible state partici-
pation in economy, accurately understanding responsibility for sequence,
irreversibility system reformation and their social price.

Azerbaijan builds liberal economy, and in this direction it has
substantially moved ahead. At the same time we should study more
attentively world experience, provide an optimum level of an open-
ness of economy, than for the sake of national interests and economic
safety the majority of the countriesis guided today.

«Despite potential benefits of the free trade, any of the countries
does not suppose an uncontrollable stream of the goods and ser-
vices», — known scientists John specify D. Demels and Whether to
H. Radeba in the book «International business».
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In long-term prospect process of integration of Azerbaijan in
the world community, certainly, will be carried out with obliga-
tory observance of national interests. Several years ago we met
the big difficulties when addressed in the international financial
organizations for credits, today such complexities do not exist
any more.

The world varies, the states vary aso. | will not hide, | aways
was the supporter defining roles the states in a nation and country
life. Basically, the powerful effect is reached only when the state and
a private sector are not opposed each other, and act as strategic
partners. Finishing to a minimum of the State expenditure and a state
share in gross national product not always can provide, as shows
experience even the developed countries, an effect maximum, let
alone possible negative consequences of such strategy.

We build the democratic state, successes on this way are obvious.
Processes of democratization of a society and economic devel opment
are closely interconnected. The more actively the economy, the
above and level of democratization of a society and on the contrary
develops. This thought is confirmed with the concrete analysis on
many countries. There, where the size of gross national product per
capita more, it is ready above and indicators of socia development,
democracy, knowledge of the population, and at the same time much
more low probability of occurrence of social pressure, conflict situa-
tions. It convincingly testifies, that society updating, the decision of
its acute problems in defining degree depends on an economic power
of the state. «The state at which strong economy, it is capable of all»
(Heydar Aliyev).

We live in the conditions of sharp rivalry in the world and arigid
competition at al levels, it isimpossible to forget about it, as well as
to afford complacency, a relaxation even in trifles. A competition at
level of firm, the company, branch, and the country as a whole —
pledge of progress of republic. Means, we should build the work so
that each new manufacture, the new workplace not simply showed a
source of the income, employment, but aso promoted progress,
helped to stand in the conditions of rigid rivalry.

Naturaly that, today adopting positive experience of the devel-
oped countries which basis of economy will be made in the near
future by small and average business, Azerbaijan undertakes con-
crete and serious steps for an exit on the international markets.

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ALTERNATIVE OF THE
MEGALOPOLIS-CAPITALS FUTURE

The specia feature of the modern epoch consists in appearing
more difficult problems that the mankind has to solve.

In the view of this the situations, when it is impossible to solve
such prablems logically dedicates absolutely unconventional concep-
tions that sometimes seem simply «crazy», appear more often. As it
is known the view through the looking glass of the Carroll's tale
helps to understand the reality much better that the normal approach.

In the following report | will try to look unconventionally at the
problems of the megalopolises. Figuratively speaking — through the
looking glass.

I think that such approach would not prevent the analysis of those
difficult problems that have been discussed before me and will be
discussed after.

1. The Antinomies of the megalopolis

Today the majority of the capitals are megalopolises. That is why
the megal opolis-capitals have the same problems as megal opolises.

After Kant | would call these problems Antinomies. Outstanding
German philosopher called the problems that turned out to be insolu-
ble under the condition of the initial characteristics, limitations and
criterion antinomies.

The special feature of the megalopolises antinomy is that they are
not something accidental. Since we are in Viennait will be logical to
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recollect the outstanding German philosopher Gegel. He singled out
the way of development that leads to transition to opposites. The
megalopolises antinomies are transition to opposites of the old
trends of development.

First of all 1 would like to point out the change of the megal opo-
lises basis.

Cities were centers for industry and trade for ages.

And nowadays industry leaves the megalopolises. The price for
the land in a megalopolis, salaries, prices for accommodation for
workers make the industrial production inefficient.

Cities are ill the centers of commerce. Streets of shops. Streets of
shop windows. «Buying after looking», «windows-shopping» — these are
the main activities of the megaopolis dwellersand its guests.

Nevertheless the internet-shops have already appeared. And it is
more reasonable to buy something serious on-line. You can find a
great variety of goods and examine everything carefully in the Inter-
net. Not only citizens, but other buyers do not need the city shops
any more.

The main old function of a city — being a center of industry and
commerce — is dying out. City-trader, city-producer turns into city-
consumer, city without commerce.

Even more dangerous for a megalopalis is the process of losing
the functions of the educational, scientific and scientific-technical
center.

The universities appeared just in such cities. And nowadays the
educational and scientific centers are moving to Cambridges and
Oxfords, to Silicon Valley or other Science cities.

City has always attracted people of mental work. Nowadays the
last bastions of the urban intelligentsia are New York and London.
And it became as difficult to find intellectuals among citizens as it is
injungles. And what is |eft for the intellectual lifein a megalopolisif
one hasto drive a car three hours aday?

The result is the growing the megalopolis' intellectual decay.

Once it was much written about the idiocy of the country life.
Now it is more logical to speak about the idiocy of the city life.
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Another process for megalopolisis growing loneliness.

Sociologists even formulated the main feature of a megalopolis —
| do not know both the housemates and neighbors on the porch and
even neighbors on the stairwell.

It is know that life in a mega opolis needs more motorization than life
on the farm or in a cottage village. But if we ask the millions of drivers,
whose cars filled the streets of megalopolises, what for, where and why
are they driving — | am aure it would be deared out that the hdf-redized or
unconsciousfear of being lonely make the majority driversusether cars

The wish of loneliness is not rarity in the human history. For ex-
ample skits and cloisters. But loneliness in a megalopolis is an abso-
lutely new kind of loneliness. It is loneliness among people and side
by side with people. And the more millions people live in a mega-
lopolis, the stronger the lonelinessiis.

Having gathered millions of dwelers, megaopolis deprives people of whet
makes aman ared person: common, joint, social life. A person loses the
features of «political being», that even Aristotle considered the most
important ones. Megalopolisis a disintegration of the human society.

Losing family, wife, children, trying desperately to find another
person in homosexuality and leshianism a person come down to the
awful perspective: he can feel himself real only in adrugged haze.

Nature does not stand any emptiness. The place of intellectuals
and intelligentsia are filled with other strata in a megalopolis. And
what ones?

The stratum of unskilled citizens who are called quota workersin
M oscow increases.

The number of so-called guest workers and immigrants-
nationalists increases.

Such composition of inhabitants of a megalopolis made a nutrient
medium for so-called mass-culture, pops, pop culture.

The culture of primitive ideas. The culture of primitive culture con-
sumers. The culture of primitive cultural workers. Let's recollect these
TV-shows as «Let's marry», «Let them talk» with al these anchormen —
Y akubovich, Urgant and Tsekao. Their faces are not disfigured with
intellect.
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Sport as mass phenomenon is disappearing in megalopolises.
From the pyramid of sport — flat, yard, gym, region, district, city —
the reduced upper part is left. Everything in this rest of sport became
business. Only professionals go in for sport — those who skillfully
demonstrate their exceptionality. These are such versions of acrobats
at the circus arena or modern variant of gladiatorial gamesin Ancient
Rome.

Instead of going in for sport a megalopolis cultivates the contem-
plation sport on TV. It is not surprising that the kinds of sport that
are less available to ordinary people become more popular. For
example rally (V.V. Putin's protégé) or bobsleighing. Such kinds of
sport stultify, divert, demoralize viewers. Their active part may
become fans, but not at the stadium.

Megal opolis became the environment for danger ous for people's
health trends.

A city that attracted people because there were skilled doctors,
pharmacies, hospitals became the breeding ground for epidemics. For
example flu becomes pandemic just in megalopolises. AIDS, drug
addiction, porn industry spread in megal opolises.

Even natural disasters, such as summer heat, winter frosts or
smoke from the fires became more sensible in megal opolises.

Megal opolises changed palitical life.

Historically a city was a motherland for democracy and the word
«democracy» appeared just in Greek city-police. And nowadaysiit is
especially difficult to realize the democracy in megal opolises.

In a megaopolis where hundreds thousands of citizens with a
great gab in income level, way of life, sometimes with different
native languages, religion and culture, live in — only at the primary
level the citizens opinions may be revealed and coordinated.

Twenty years ago, in 1990 due to the firm position of
M.S. Gorbachev first in the history of the city democratic elections
took place in Moscow.

It cleared out that people judge reasonably about the problems of
not only houses, but street and micro-district. And their election was
rather judicious.
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But when problems that are important to Moscow appear, such as
building the new bread-baking plant or transferring the zoo to the
woodland park from the center of the city, where it became the
menagerie in a garden, where the animals are tortured in cages, it
turned out that it is very difficult to obtain the citizens' consent. The
deputies from Moscow Soviet from such electors did not want to
allocate money for the reconstruction of the Russian culture's pride —
the Small Theater. The main reason for this was that there are many
thicketsin the city.

Generally the populist democracy started slipping first of al in
megalopoalis.

Megalopolis became the concentrated expression of all contradic-
tions of the post-industria civilization and the most vulnerable for
the crisis' strikes. The contradictions were especialy intensified in
megal opolises that became the states capitals.

2. The Antinomies of the megalopolis-capitals

In modern post-industrial society the prevailing class is bureauc-
racy. This fact inevitably causes the contradictions between this and
other classes of the society: medium business, small business, farm-
ers, intelligentsia, workers. The contradictions of the bureaucracy
with the society are especially apparent in a megalopolis-capital. The
following contradiction appears: there is a capital where the manag-
ing officialdom prevails, and there is a country where the majority
of people are managed citizens.

The bureaucracy exists at the expense of taxes, and others pay
these taxes. The new rupture of the capital is the rupture between the
tax payer and capital as tax consumer. This rupture is easily seen
at the demonstrations that shake the capitals — London, Rome, Ath-
ens.

Megalopolis-capital that concentrated the most influential bu-
reaucracy as a whole and the top-nomenclature will inevitably be-
comes the concentration of corruption. The corruption isinherent in
bureaucracy, it prospers when the bureaucracy manages millions and
billions of cash assets, lands and natural resources. The corruption is
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strongly attached by the capital, megalopolis, because the main
«weighty» decision are taken there.

The corruption grows together with crime, with al its structure
and mafia in particular, including the crimina drug deaing and
porno business. The most influential criminal clans group in capitals
and top «kingpins» live in capitals.

And again we see the contradiction: the feeding corruption capi-
tal-megal opolis and capital suffering from corruption.

People of intellectual work, intelligentsia became |leaders in post-
industrial society. Their success is linked with their ability to think,
with creative work.

And in capital-megalopolis people whose success is caused by
promotion in their service stairs are at the top. Intelligentsia and the
career officialdom cooperate and collaborate, but mainly conflictin a
majority of problems.

We again see the conflict of the country, where people of intellec-
tual work and intellectual character live, with the capitals
megal opolises and people of bureaucratic career.

The intellectual decrease of megalopolises in a whole is espe-
cialy conflict in megalopolis-capitals.

People used to see in the capital not only the state center, but also
the center where elite of the country was concentrated. This fact
increased the authority of the capitals.

According to the experience of our country we know that just in Mos-
cow lived the families of Tolstoy, Gertsen, Tretyakov and Mamontov.

And nowadays mainly state elite stayed in the capitals. Elite of
the nation as awhole is|ess presented in a megalopolis-capital.

| remember that when | graduated from the Moscow State University |
wanted to stay in Moscow very much. Not for the bureaucratic career, but
to earn the right to enter the elite circles of the country.

Nowadays the capital loses the important role of the nationa
elite's place of aboard.

And one more important idea. The capital became so-called gates,
the checkpoint for the immigrants from national outskirts of the
country and the countries of so-called South.
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National quarters and suburbs became modern ghetto, the distinc-
tive feature of nearly all megalopolis-capitals.

The revolution in way and technique of managing aso influ-
enced the capital-megalopolis fate.

Different electric systems lead to appearance of electronic office.
The workers do not need to be present there al the time. Even more
due to such electronic offices the workers may live somewhere
abroad, in Indiafor example.

The electronic institution will inevitably lead to the situation
when one window for the visitors will be not physical but electronic
«window» in the Internet.

Nowadays the trends of electronic government are discussed.

The necessity of having all the ministries in one place will be
changed and the «demand» in capital as a place for their location will
be absolutely different.

The capital historicaly was considered as a center, support of
the state. It is often a symbol. But the interests of growth of mega-
lopolis-capitals inevitably and constantly demand for demolition of
the historical monuments, change of the historical aspect.

And the sharp conflict of those who wants the capital to be a
modern city and those who wants to keep its historical aspect that
cannot be changed by modernization appears.

If living in Moscow in the Soviet period gave indubitable advan-
tages, nowadays the most expensive life isin Maoscow. First of all it
is caused by its capital functions.

The capital becomes the place for different political activities —
even terrorist acts. Thisis alien to the majority of Muscovites, even if
they support the demonstrators, a blocked train in the street does not
inspire them.

It is obvious to every Muscovite that the traffic jams that occupy
nearly 20% of the labour hours, are caused by the capitd-functions of
Moscow. The mgjority of carsis driving the bureaucrats or is set asde for
them. Blinking lights for the top bureaucrats. Escort and security cars.
Prolonged traffic jams even at the bridges over the ring road when the
motorcade of two heads of the Russan Emblem isdriving.
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Prices for realty, especialy in the capital, are growing and be-
coming more inaccessible for ordinary citizens. The accessibility of
the Ingtitutions of Culture and Sport also becomes so uneasy that the
number of Muscovites who never visited top theaters or museums is
constantly growing.

The green woodland park surrounding Moscow has become the
inaccessible for ordinary citizens and a forest reserve that is accessi-
ble for settlement for only the top bureaucracy.

We know that in Great anti-socialist revolution of 1989
1991 years the capital, Moscow played an exceptional role.

But we saw something different — the great rupture between the ten-
sion of the politicd activity in the capital and in the whole country.

In Soviet period Moscow was a «showcase of socialism» and had
a number of advantages — from the time spent in a queue for getting
accommodation to cheep hot products in the shops.

I remember how in Khrushchev period | worked in the city eco-
nomic council at the problem of shortage of elastics for the children's
stockings. The queues were enormous. But the first test showed that
Moscow factories produce ten times more elastics than there are
children in Moscow. And the reason of queues is that there was no
other factory, producing the elastics, in the country. The showcase of
socialism turned into the supplier of a number of good for all the
socialistic country.

That iswhy three important conclusionsinevitably come to mind.

First. The capital turned into the antithesis to the whole country.

Second. The capital livesfor itself, for serving itself.

Third. For the mgjority of citizens of the megalopolis-capital ful-
filling the capital functions becomes a burden.

3. About the future

The problem of megalopolis-capitals is broadly discussed.
I united al the suggested ways of solutionsinto three groups.

First. Measures of medicinal type, medicinal therapy.

Second. Measures of surgical, operating type.

Third. Measures of radical type.
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Medical therapy. We have already discussed such type. It is both
struggle with traffic jams and urban development and city transport
and environment.

I will not dwell on them. | think it is possible to present them in
the following way:

What to do?

Who hasto do this?

How it should be done?

With the help of what medicines?

Our Congress will give the materids for al these questions. | would
liketo draw attention to the second and third types of measures.

Surgery. Let's remember the famous Paris perestroika, that was
held by the mayor Osman after the Paris Commune in X1X century.
The city of straight, comfortable for artillery fire streets took place of
narrow streets, basis for barricade fights.

In our country Stalin and Kaganovich held the large-scale pere-
stroika in Moscow in thirtieth years of XX century. The city was
rebuilt into the capital, streets, metro, office buildings, modern
industrial plants, educational and scientific centers were built. Old
Moscow, historical capital of Russiawas in essence demolished.

The Khrushchev program of house building surrounded old Mos-
cow with villages of modern dwelling houses, called Cheremushki.

As awhole the world experience knows two surgery methods.

First: firm limitation of the capitals size. This method was ap-
plied in France, where Paris and the ring of towns-satellites around
it, united in so-called Il de France, were singled out. Asit is known it
is possible to cross Paris by foot. Due to this measures it became
possible to keep Paris of XIX century and its historical appearance.

Another surgery method is the growth of the capita's territory
and including the superb regions into the city. Khrushchev used this
method in Moscow. The territory of the city was increased and
reached the ring road. Nearly all «Cheremushki» turned out to be
included into the system of the city. This gave an opportunity to
create the single energy, water supply and communal services, the
single metro system.
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At the beginning of the after-soviet period | suggested applying
this method and including the part of Moscow region in Moscow (till
the so-called concrete-surfaced road). And it seemed reasonable to
pass other districts of Moscow region over to neighbor regions (from
which they were originally cut down).

Well-to-do people will build cottage settlements at their expenses.
And the city will suggest private houses with lots (1015 hundred square
meters) and al city conveniences to al old Muscovites and people who
stood at the queues for accommodation. Then it will be possible to stop
the mass building and limit ourselves with creation of only the new City
in Moscow, mainly keeping its historical appearance.

The project was rejected by President Eltsyn under the pressure
from the administration of the Moscow region that wanted to make a
profit out of selling land to well-to-do people for building cottages.
Eltsyn yielded, because he needed votes of the region with ten mil-
lions dwellers in the elections. By the way he was afraid of strength-
ening of the Moscow authorities who did not support his variant of
going out of the socialism by shock therapy, privatization and shares-
for-the-loan auctions.

And the results of the Eltsyn's choice we can see driving the Mos-
cow region.

Nowadays such surgery measure is creation of Skolkovo. It is
created supposedly to revive the intelligent Moscow.

Indeed this project Skolkovo smells really bad. It more reminds
the Cherkizovsky market. Only instead of goods the «minds» will be
brought to Skolkovo, where they will be assorted, educated, appreci-
ated and offered for sale to the representatives of the Skolkovo
valleys from developed countries of the world: first of al from the
USA who will be delivered from the necessity of rushing about our
country searching for the talents.

And what is the result? There is an example: two scientists who
left Russia won the Nobel prizes. These scientists left our country
with a «store» of knowledge and discoveries.

The same role play the projects of the Olympic games and World
football competition. The creation of playgrounds that can hardly
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promote going in for sport of ordinary Muscovites, but very useful
for different commerce projects, for receiving tourists from abroad
and demonstrating sport talents to buyers from foreign sport clubs.

| think that history will fairly appraise the pedlar-compradors who
planned the modern variant of the capital's perestroika in scientific
and sport sphere.

Due to the acceptability for the majority of megalopolis-capitals
both the variant of limitation the capital territory and variant of the
capital expansion, the third variant of the problem's solution is espe-
cialy interesting. It can be called the variant of moving the capital
from megalopolis to the new specially built town.

Transfer of the capital. Everyone know about the experience of
the USA, where the capital of the country — Washington — is situated
outside main megalopolises. And the capital of the biggest state
Cdifornia — Sacramento — is located not in Los Angeles or San
Francisco.

Everyone know the experience of Brazil where the capital was
build far from Rio de Janeiro and San Paulo.

We also remember that the capital located in the city Bonn man-
aged the process of restoration of the disturbed in the war country
and economic miracle of the FRG.

The history of China and Japan is characterized by the reiterative
capitals transferring.

And the capitals of our countries were Ladoga, Novgorod and
Kiev. Then Moscow. After that — Petersburg.

And the Soviet authority chose Moscow.

The transfer of the capital from Petersburg to Moscow was ex-
plained by the security interests. But this was not the most important
thing.

The thing is that after the Brest peace the Soviet Russia drew
back from the world revolution as an immediate goal of the idea of
keeping the USSR. The old capital of the country did not correspond
to such idea.

Still only several months after the October revolution of 1917 it
cleared out that it is necessary to build the state dictatorship instead
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of Lenin model of Soviets. And it will be more logical to locate the
capital of the state further from the strong Petersburg proletariat.

And today, as | have already written and told, the new epoch
in Russian history demands the transfer of the capital from
Moscow to new, specially built city. It is significant that Presi-
dent Medvedev interested in the experience of Brazil during his
visit to Brazil.

It is clear that transferring the capital will reduce the number of
problems of the Russian capital. If it is forbidden to build banks and
headquarters of top corporations and parties. If the term of the legal
residence in the new capital is limited by the terms of elections or for
example the legal period will be ten years. If the private dwelling is
forbidden. And so on.

Of course many problems of capital-megalopolises will not dis-
appear, because they appear due to the megalopolis nature. But there
are really many pluses in the process of transferring the capital from
the megalopalis.

Famous futurologist Tofler expressed very important idea: he said
that in the XXI century the bureaucracy, that became the predomi-
nant class, would lead the civilization to anti-bureaucratic revolu-
tions. And this revolution will be as great as the bourgeois revolu-
tions of the XIX century. As the sociaistic revolution in the
beginning of the XX century and anti-socialistic happened in the end
of the XX century. And from the viewpoint of the anti-bureaucratic
revolutions of the XXI century the idea of transferring the capital to
the specid city isvery interesting.

Of course it will be useful to take into account the experience of
Washington and especially Brazil.

The creation of Lucio Costa and Oskar Niemeyer was rated at 600
hundred of dwellers. And now more that 2,5 million of people leave
in Brazil. It was planned that there would be 250 hundred of carsin
the capital, and now there are 1,5 million of them. It was planned that
600 employees would work in the President Palace Planalu. And
now the staff is more that 2,5 thousand of employees. And the cor-
ruption made its way to the new capital. Joze Arruda lost the post of
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mayor for kickbacks in 2009. The prices for the realty in Brazil have
already reached the level of Rio and San Paulo.

And till the new capital of Brazil is not a city of quota workers
and guest workers. It is not a city of big business. It a city of middle
class.

That iswhy it seems to me that the model of transferring the capi-
tal from megalopolis to a specialy built city is very interesting — at
least for the theoretical discussion about the future of our capitals.

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PROBLEMS OF PARTNERSHIP BETWEEN
THE STATE AND PRIVATE BUSINESS.
POSSIBLE SOLUTIONS

In Russia the notion of state-private partnership is not fixed legis-
latively. The flaws of the federal legidative are partialy made up
with the regional acts. On the 25.12.2006 in the city on the Neva
river the law «About the participation of St. — Petersburg in SPP»
was adopted, due to this law the investments were attracted to many
infrastructural projects. Today a number of SPP projects is launched,
for example, Sochi, Skolkovo, technological absorptive zones. But it
isstill too early to speak about any positive results.

It seemed that the SPP should be especially urgent during the fi-
nancial crisis. The economies of all the countries turned out to bein a
very difficult situation: the decline of the GDP, growth of the budget
deficit, reduction of the incomes, growth of the inflation and so on.
And what did the civilized countries do: the USA prolonged the tax
privileges for two years, allocated 50 hillion dollars for easy credits,
all the European countries reduced the taxation for business, the
same was done in BRIC countries. In all countries the state expenses
are reduced, state social obligations (the growth of the retirement age
in France, increase of the payments for educations in England),
reduction of the number of officials. And only Russia, the only
country from the civilized world, follows its own way.

The RF increased the socid expenses, the new program of moderni-
zation of the armed forces was approved, the pensions increased, the
sdariesincreased. The price for the oil should be not less than 100 dollar
for barrel. And to cover the budget deficit the state suggests:
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1. Toincrease the UST from 26% to 34%, for enormous number
of small enterprises this growth will be from 16% to 36%.

2. To pay 100% of the monopolists services since 01.01.2011
will be in market prices. But it is not the most awful thing.

Let'sillustrate the SPP on the example of cooperation of the state
monopolist — any power grid company, for example «Lenenergo»,
and business that try to connect the power grid. The demands for
connecting company are defined by the decree of the Government of
the RF NeNe530, 861, 334, 759 and others. | know no company of the
small or medium business that can fulfill these demands. That is why
| have to recommend these enterprises to give bribes, because other-
wise their requests will be refused according to the legislation.

The price of the 1 kilowatt of the power isfrom 30 to 60 thousand
rubles. That means that you will pay from 3 to 6 million rubles. But
for this you will given the technical conditions for connecting. The
price for fulfillment of the technical specifications is from 5 to 10
million rubles. And you can charge only the organization defined by
the monopolist. The enterprise will really pay for 100 kilowatt from
350 to 500 thousand dollars. And this will happen in 2.5 — 5 years.
That means that only this monopolist practically stopped the devel-
opment of small and medium business in Russia in the real sector of
the economy. And these monopolists are managed by the state offi-
cialsthat are ready to privatize it. And after this the default of the 98
year will seem a childish matinee.

3. One of the brightest examples of the SPP is the 94" Federal
Law «On procurement of goods, works and supplies services for the
state and municipal needs» of the 2005. Every officia of the RF
acquired with a dozen of commercial enterprises that ensure the
increase of the prices for, for example, road building in 3.5 times
comparing with Europe. The colleagues — officials protect this law-
making for more that 5 years.

4. Nowadays raiders occupy a specia place in SPP. There are
two types of them: private and state. If it is private, you have a
chance to defend yourself, but you cannot defend yourself from the
state representatives. In St. Petersburg they are defended by both the
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police, public prosecutor's office and bandits. For example: in 2008
the state enterprise 55 MOZ (100% of shares — the property of MO),
located in 500 meters from the residence of the President of the RF
in Strelna, suddenly turned the electricity in 20 units of real estate
with the whole area of 20 000 sguare meters. All the owners were
suggested to pass their real estates to other owners. FAS stood up for
the entrepreneurs. Then the officials under the leadership of the head
of the regionV. D Shevchenko passed the state capacities to the
private structure free of charge, and after thisit cut the enterprises of
small and medium business off the energy. At this time someone
changed the General Plan of development of St. — Petersburg. And
according to thisplan it is permitted to build apartment houses on the
place of the plants. The result were more than 500 lost jobsites.
Bandits visit the intractable entrepreneurs. And the law enforcement
agencies do not protect the private property — the foundation of any
civilized state. And only higher officials can draw attention to ille-
gality of other officias. The program of protection of the private
property should be elaborated. The property should become the
sacred cow.

5. Under the current Byzantine system of business management
of Russia does not have any federal or regional body responsible for
its development. Both tax inspection, monopolists, law enforcement
bodies and social organization can offend the business. We consider
that in al regions of Russia specia profile Committees on small and
medium entrepreneurship should be formed, the head of such Com-
mittee should be included in the Government of the region. Such
body is also necessary at the Governmental level of the RF.

6. The current programs of entrepreneurship support need ad-
justments. For example: according to the current programs we spend
1 billion rubles for the business support in St. — Petersburg. The
majority of sources are given to entrepreneurs as subsidies. And in
this way we render aid and if we could suppose the absence of cor-
ruption, to several thousands of small enterprises from 300 thousand
of the registered in the city. It is less than 0,3%. Does business feel
our support? It is obvious that the state support should be concen-
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trated at infrastructural projects that ensure the creation of favorable
environment of functioning of an entrepreneurship and the targeted
support should be held for innovative companies.

7. Corruption. If five years ago business paid bribes for prefer-
ences, nowadays we pay for simply a permission to work. The offi-
cias are befuddled from the impunity. We consider that a person
fighting against the corruption risk to go to prison. We suggest to
introduce specia indulgences, signed by President, for people fight-
ing with corruption.

A year ago President of the RF announced about the moderniza-
tion began in our country. | do not want to be a prophet of doom, but
asmall analysis of historical peculiarities of the our country's devel-
opment shows, that the wrongly organized modernization often lead
to revolution. Senseless and merciless.

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URBAN SUSTAINABILITY
AND CLIMATE CHANGE

It is an honour and a pleasure for me to be here today to share my
views on the issue of «Urban sustainability and climate change».
May |, first, to thank the International Union of Economists for
invitation and excellent organization of the meeting. | also would
like to join other speakers in offering our thanks to our most gener-
ous host, the City of Vienna, for warm hospitality and strong support
of this Mesting.

This city along with several other cities in the world is taking a
lead in «walking the talk» on climate change issues, combining
efforts of civil society, local government, the private sector and
academia. Vienna is a shining example of a newly sustainable,
inclusive, friendly, greener and welcoming city. If all cities would
follow in Vienna's footsteps, there would perhaps not be so many
worries about the feasibility of reaching significant cuts in green
house gas emissions.

For this Meeting | would like to take a «wide angle focus» on the
discussion of urban sustainability and climate change and how inno-
vation and green economy are essential to put the world back on a
strong, sustainable and jobs-rich growth path.

The world is becoming increasingly urbanized with more popula-
tion residing and working in cities. By 2050, the urban population of
the developing world will be 5.3 billion; Asia alone will host 63 per
cent of the world’ s urban population, or 3.3 billion people.

Cities around the world face different challenges. Some face the
challenges of rapid population growth and ethnic diversity. Some
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experience declining prosperity. But al are facing the changes
wrought by the effects of a changing climate.

Climate change is now recognized as one of the most pressing
global issues of our planet. The first decade of the 21 century
was the warmest in 130 years of recorded global temperatures
and 2010 may be close to the warmest year yet recorded. It is no
coincidence that global climate change has become a leading
international development issue at the same time as the world
has become urbanized.

It has been not quite two months since the close of the 2010
United Nations Climate Change Conference in Canciin, Mexico. The
outcome of the Conference was an agreement which aims to limit
global warming to less than 2 degrees celsius and calls on rich coun-
tries to reduce their greenhouse gas emissions as pledged in the
Copenhagen Accord, and for developing countries to plan to reduce
their emissions. The agreement includes a «Green Climate» fund,
proposed to be worth $100 billion a year by 2020, to assist poorer
countries finance emission reductions and adaptation.

Though there was no agreement on how to deal with the Kyoto
Protocol it was a major step forward given that international negotia-
tions had stumbled in recent years. Moreover, it set the stage for
further way forward to celebrate the progress begun some 20 years
ago at the Earth Summit, the first UN Conference on Sustainable
Development held in Rio de Janeiro in 1992. During the Conference,
Agenda 21, a programme of action for sustainable development was
adopted.

Today, the concept of sustainable development has been incorpo-
rated in the agendas of every government, civil society and the
private sector.

But we have along way to go. We need to revive the spirit of Rio
where the UN Conference on Sustainable development will be held
in 2012 and come up with efficient policies and strategies focusing
on a green economy in the context of sustainable development and
poverty eradication and the new institutional framework for sustain-
able development.
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The way we plan, manage, operate and consume energy in our
cities will have a critical role in our quest to reverse climate change
and itsimpact.

As the hubs of economic activity, cities drive the vast mgjority of
the world’'s energy use and are major contributors to global green-
house gas emissions. Seventy-five percent of commercial energy is
consumed in urban and peri-urban areas. In addition, 80% of all
waste is generated from our cities and up to 60 percent of Green-
house Gas Emissions which cause global climate change emanate
directly from cities.

Because they are home to major infrastructure and highly concen-
trated populations, climate change related problems compound a host
of problems faced by cities such as congestion, pollution of air and
water, inadequate water supplies, wasteful use of energy, problems
of waste disposal, inadequate housing, the spread of communi-
cable diseases, and the deterioration of social support systems.
Many cities have expanded into areas prone to earthquakes,
floods, and other natural disasters. These threats to cities only last
year have affected lives, wellbeing and health of several hundred
million people around the world, most severely in developing and
least developed countries.

The impacts of climate change will be felt strongly in the years to
come. In many parts of the world, climate refugees from rural areas
that have been hit by extreme weather conditions aggravate the
migration to cities. The UN predicts that there will be millions of
environmental migrants by 2020, and climate change is one of the
major drivers.

Therefore, there is no doubt that climate change exacerbates ex-
isting social, economic and environmental problems, while bringing
on new challenges.

At the same time, cities are not only part of the problem they are
also be part of the solution. Better urban planning and policies can
reduce energy use and greenhouse gas emissions and improve the
resilience of urban infrastructure to climate change, thus shaping
future trends.
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A sustainable city is a city designed with consideration of envi-
ronmental impact, inhabited by people dedicated to minimization of
required inputs of energy, water and food, and waste output of heat,
air pollution — carbon dioxide, methane, and water pollution.

A sustainable city can feed itself with minimal reliance on the
surrounding countryside, and power itself with renewable sources of
energy. The crux of thisisto create the smallest possible ecological
footprint, and to produce the lowest quantity of pollution possible, to
efficiently use land; compost used materials, recycle it or convert
waste-to-energy, and thus the city's overall contribution to climate
change will be minimal. Innovation in this regard is important in
creating the kind of eco-efficiency gainsthat are required.

To achieve sustainability of cities mitigation measures are ur-
gently required. However, and to date, the measures we envisage at
the global and national levels have yet to be accompanied by
concerted measures at the city and local levels. While we fine-
tune carbon trading instruments, we need to take immediate
actions to make our cities more sustainable by revisiting our
land-use plans, energy sources, our transport modalities, and our
building designs. There is a unique opportunity to bridge our
global efforts in emissions control with local efforts to improve
the quality of life and the productivity of our cities while reducing
traffic congestion, improving air and water quality, and reducing our
ecological footprint.

In this regard, urban density is a key factor. For example, the city
of Atlantain the USA and Barcelonain Spain both have a population
of about 2.5 million. Atlanta currently occupies an area of 4200 sq
km whereas Barcelona occupies only 162 sq km. Atlanta consumes
much more energy due to its urban form and higher per capita energy
consumption.

Climate change mitigation can be a good business opportunity.
Clean, low-carbon infrastructure investments, retrofitting of build-
ings, the renewal of our transport systems are opportunities for
‘green’ investments. According to the estimates of international
associations of local governments, already 3000 cities have commit-
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ted themselves to reducing their annual greenhouse gas emissions, or
meeting other targets for more sustainable urban development.

At the same time, there is rising consensus that we must take im-
mediate adaptation measures to reduce vulnerability. Here again, we
have yet to recognize the need to plan our cities and settlements to
prevent loss and destruction of lives and properties. In my view, the
time to act is now and the place to act is in the cities of the world.
Cities not only have to take preventative measure, they must plan to
offset the worst.

In this respect, there is no doubt that NGOs and local authorities
will be the front line actors in finding local answers to these global
challenges. There are no one-size fit al solutions and each local
community and authority will have to assess their own risks and
vulnerability and plan their green initiatives accordingly.

Mitigation and adaptation initiatives have aready begun to
emerge around the world.

In 2010, Calgary, Canada, was ranked as one of the top eco-cities
for its, «excellent level of service on waste removal, sewage systems,
and water drinkability and availability, coupled with relatively low
air pollution.» Freiburg im Breisgau, Germany, is often referred to as
green city relying on solar energy. India is working on Gujarat
International Finance Tec-City which is the first of its kind fully
sustainable city. Chinais working to build an eco-city in the Coasta
New District of Tianjin City in northern China. Masdar City in the
United Arab Emirates is a city built from scratch with 100% renew-
able energy and zero car use. Another example is North Port Quay in
Western Australia, which will be home to 10,000 households and is
designed to be 100% renewable through solar energy, small wind
turbines called wind pods, and a nearby wave power system. The
development will be dense and walkable; an all-electric public and
private transport system will be entirely linked to the renewable
power through vehicle battery storage.

In Europe, 30 cities have been selected as pioneers to deploy hi-
tech energy systems, with half of the power grid able to handle
renewable energy using «smart» systems. Such hi-tech solutions to
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climate and energy challenges are aimed at giving European busi-
nesses a headstart as the world switches to low-carbon energy. These
«Smart Cities» will be the nuclei from which smart networks, a new
generation of buildings, and alternative transport means will develop.

Last September, | participated in the 2010 International Friend-
ship Cities Conference organized by the China International Friend-
ship Association in conjunction with the Shanghai Expo «Better
Cities, Better Life». Mayors from many cities of the world attended
the Conference. What struck me most was the resolve with which the
cities stuck to their climate action plans despite the current economic
crisis. They remain convinced that climate change action makes
economic sense. For example, increased energy efficiency is not only
good for the climate but aso makes sense for a city's budget. In
words of former US president Bill Clinton: «For every 1 billion US
dollars invested in the retrofitting of houses to increase their energy
efficiency, 6000 jobs are created. This is six times bigger in impact
than in average public investments. And what is more: savings in
energy will pay back for thisinvestment in just over 7 years».

The technologies are there. The solutions exist. They range from
water harvesting to solar energy, and from affordable mass transit to
bio-fuel production. | would argue that despite the slow recovery the
world has the necessary resources. As former World Bank economist
Nicholas Stern, author of the pivotal 2006, «Economics of Climate
Change,» asserted, only with one-percent investment worldwide in
climate change mitigating technologies and development, estimated
climate change-related damage to the global economy in the 5 to 14
percent range will be avoided.

And the hundreds of communities and cities whom we recognize
for their good practices symbolize this potential.

But turning the huge unmet needs into market demand requires
the right mix of political will and commitment, well-founded policies
and strategies, an enabling business environment and capacity devel-
opment.

| strongly believe that momentum for this political will and com-
mitment cannot be created without NGOs. They play a mgjor rolein
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raising awareness of and advocacy for sustainable development in
general and cities in particular. They mobilize grassroots to catalyze
policy change at the local, regional and global levels. NGOs are
instrumental in the actual formulation of policy on a wide range of
issues. Many ideas now to be found in national law or international
agreements on various aspects of climate change and sustainable
development first appeared in the form of proposals put forward by
NGOs. Another critical area for partnerships is the exchange of
knowledge and expertise around sustainable development and inno-
vation issues. NGOs contribute knowledge and research capacities to
generate relevant data and develop policies and strategies to acceler-
ate the achievement of goals of sustainable development. NGOs play
an indispensable role in monitoring progress.

A sustainable city must be a learning city which is continuously
exploring and innovating, sharing and networking. Universities and
knowledge centres have much to contribute to this endeavour. They
bring their knowledge and expertise, whilst cities offer them unique
opportunities to link research and education with policy and practice.

Ladies and gentlemen, finally, | would like to stress that the chal-
lenges facing cities with regard to climate change are numerous and
daunting, and no entity, public or private, governmental or non-
governmental, academic or practitioner, can face these challenges
alone. We in the United Nations, welcome all those who are commit-
ted to turning ideas into action to join us in our quest for more sus-
tainable urban development. Thank you very much for your kind
attention.

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CAPITALS SPIRITUAL
AND CULTURAL FUNCTIONS

1. Resignation of mayor of Moscow Y .M. Luzhkov in autumn,
2010 causes the hailstorm of discussions about the development of
Moscow and consequences of his long governing and about what
should now be done first. Thousand different ideas were expressed — over
the air, on television, in newspapers. No one scientific magazine was
published without an article about either this resignation, or the goals of
the city. The examples of solving the capita's problemsin other countries
were given, especialy the world experience and historical experience of
Russia in solving the problems of transport, housing building, security
ensuring, catering development. Nevertheless | would like to point out
that dl these discussions had rather strong political character. These where
either reports in the former mayor's support or some censuring ones.
Therewereredly alot of such censuring ideas that were rather superficid,
emationa and very current. Such reports were prepared so-called in need
of the day. The authors had quickly to react to such event, had to express
their opinion reminding firgt of al aout themsalves as about the partici-
pants of the political life.

The joke, that appeared when the country began the transition to
market economy and the organized crime became more active,
illustrates this situation rather clear. And immediately appeared the
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information about the tough guys as its bright representatives who
became the heroes of an enormous number of jokes. For example:
Two eggs are boiled in a pan. One tells the other: «Hey, guy, we
have boiled for just five minutes and are already so hard!» This joke
is rather applicable to our discussion. The problems of capitals are
discussed since a short while ago and all the participants of these
discussion have already become so tough, such indisputable experts.
Unfortunately a very important thing is missed — we forget that the
problems of capitals' economies of Russia particularly are scientific,
fundamental and systematic.

2. The problems of capitals development are not only complex,
but rather significant because they give an opportunity to see all the
details of difficulties and contradictions of political, economic and
social development of al the country, making these problems more
real, clearly seen, obvious and especially painful. That is why it is
not right to limit the solutions of such problems with the capitals
scales. These prablems concern the whole state and their solutions
are the part of economic policy of the country. And they should not
be solved only by municipalities, city authorities, capital parties and
public organizations. As al-state problems they need the solutions of
all-state character — either in solving the problems of unemployment,
migration, finances, transport system or political structures. The
solution of any problem in the capital region obtains a special char-
acter, special meaning, presupposes the application of additional
management mechanisms with special adjustment. The mechanisms
and tools that are applied in other cities of the country and give
rather good results do not prove heir value in the capital.

3. Following these positions and taking into account the necessity
of scientific and systematic state approach to the problems of the
capitals development, we should appreciate the supposed ways and
sources of their solutions. And in what do the social sciences see the
ways of eliminating the difficulties and contradictions, painful phe-
nomenon in the capital's economy, what is considered to be first and
foremost for increasing the level of citizens' life? Answering this
guestion three main approaches can be marked out.
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The first approach is historical one. The development of any for-
mer capital, for example Babylon, is analyzed. People speaking
different languages could not unite their forces for building the
Tower of Babel, and finaly it collapsed and Babel itself fell down. It
isvery instructive lesson to al of us. Rather often the conclusion that
the capital should be uniform in national aspect is made. But from
this conclusion is only one step to the ideas of nationalism, fascism,
antisocial and antihuman slogans and actions of parties and social
movements. This experience warns against such attitudes and ac-
tions, but nevertheless it gives no answer to the question of how the
nationalism can be prevented.

The experience of development of medieval cities in Western
Europe, Asia and China is aso insufficient. Here we see different
ways of forming townspeople, different relations with land owners,
where the cities appeared with their authorities. The Western Europe
monarchs drew the citizensin for struggle against feudd lords, free towns
were formed where the workmanship, manufactures, capitaigtic industry
gppeared. In Asa and China medievd towns became the stronghold of
the feuda system. That iswhy taking into account al this information we
can seethat the conclusions may be very different.

Another approach to studying the cities development is formationa
one that is based on the ideas of marksism-leninism, when the cities are
considered to be the stronghold of progressive development of the society
in proper socio-economic formation. The cities are firgt of al consdered
as the places of concentration of progressive production forces, forming
new socid relations and politica movements, so-called guides of future
socid system, next socio-economic formation.

But this approach is aso not very effective and does not give an
opportunity to take valid solutions. For example it is considered that
the correlation of medium profits of 10% of the richest population
and 10% of the poorest one should not be higher than in 10-12 times.
In Moscow this correlation is more than 35 times. But statistics is
rather dly. The difference between the level of wellbeing is even
more, taking into account the illega profits, corruption means' in-
come and so on. And still such sharp socia stratification is not
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a reason for appedls to class struggle and movements against the
current system. Aswe know due to the experience of our country it is
rather dangerous to stir socia flames up. The mood of people for
peaceful reformations, for creation and not for destruction — it is
really important for its persistent, progressive devel opment.

Mostly effective and efficient is the third approach — civilized. It
isaimed at the analysis and improvement of features of a personality
and society that is formed by people developing their abilities, who
can creatively apply their abilities for their own and social benefit.
When obtaining rights and freedoms, developing spiritual and physi-
cal forces, knowledge and talents, the civilization is developed, the
transition from the industrial to postindustrial society, information
technologies, economy of knowledge takes place. Different criteria
are used to characterize the features of the new society, but the idea
of changes is in new correlation of conditions of education, life,
work of people, with their growing and changing necessities and
goals that faced every person and society of the XXI century, that
defines the readiness to solve these problems successfully.

G. Kh. Popov said in his report, that if we used to see the strong-
hold of the best representatives of the top estates, science, culture in
the capital, there were most comfortable conditions of accommoda-
tion, access to cultural values. And now all these capital's advantages
are disappearing. The conditions of life in the capital is becoming
worse and worse, transport problems worsen, ecological situation
does not gladden.

All these factors should become the object of city authorities spe-
cial concern. And still the main problem from al the concerning ones
should be singled out. Such top problem of the capita's life and
economy, without solving which it is impossible to ensure keeping
and development of its functions as a center of the country, center of
its culture, political life, spiritual and moral traditions, became the
problem of migration and linked with it international relations,
change of cultura environment and everyday life of the city.

Even without deep analysis we can notice that nearly al issues that
complicate the stuation and conditions of life in the capitd are being
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hampered by the problems of migration. For example the problems of job
placement. People form al regions of our country and near abroad try to
move to the capita in hope of getting work and subsistence. And they are
not only specidists, but aso unskilled workers, young people who have
no experience. The pressure on the labor market in redly great. And
entrepreneurs oppress the so-called guest workers, understate their wages,
do not ensure the safety and norma conditions of life. Clear and active
policy in the field on gppliance of the migrants labour is not held and the
current measures do not solve the problem.

According to the statistics for every Muscovite there is one new-
comer in Moscow, taking into account newcomers from Moscow
regions. This leads to increased load on transport, trade system,
ecological situation. In overpopulated city with redundant labour
force the socia tension increases, international relations worsen.

And this is not only Moscow problem, it is the expression of the
world trend, conditioned by urbanization, increase of the population
mobility, development of circulation means of communication. The
same situation is in Paris, where the conflicts of citizens with newly
arrived arabs are rather often, in cities of Germany where are alot of
migrants from Turkey, in London. The sharpening international
relations became the world problem. The events of the end of 2010
in Moscow at the Leningrad prospect and then on the Manege square
showed that capital authorities are not ready to such movements and
international conflicts. Rather strong efforts were needed to stabilize
the situation. But the conflict was not eliminated, it was only stifled,
hidden, and the reasons were not removed.

The processes caused by the increased flow of migration, sharp-
ening the international relations, worsening the culture environment
and citizens' quality of life have rather objective character and are
conditioned by the development of Moscow as a global megalopoalis.
The trends of development of such processes demand constant ob-
servation and control. And this is the main reason of all Moscow
problems — social, economic, ecological. Migration increases the
stratification of dwellers of different regions of Moscow and this is
linked with the intensification of crime, worsening of the accommo-
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dation conditions, citizens health. According to the information of
State Administration of Internal Affairs the great part of crimes in
Moscow is committed by nonresidents, 40% detected crimes in the
capital were committed by nonresidents. And nearly 70% of al
crimes were committed by either migrants from regions of Russia or
people from near abroad. And this problem cannot be solved only
with power methods, the cooperation and balanced policy of migra-
tion and state services is needed. Unfortunately there is no any
positive experience of solving the problem of migration in capitals
with multinational population.

These problems become more and more urgent in Moscow, but
the measures that are applied for the stabilization of the situation are
not sufficient. The formation of the isolated confessional social
environment is more and more obvious. The situation is worsened by
the trend that al this is presented as a unique experience of accounting
the national interests, that the cregtion of kindergartens for children from
Armenia, schools for children from Azerbaijan, medical institutions
only for Muslims should be established. The fitness-centers, restau-
rants, tourist agencies, culture centers for people of one nationality
appear. But such institutions do not unite the population, they only
lead to strengthening the clan structure, the differentiation according
to national aspect at labor market, fairs, fleamarkets, shadow business,
crimind society isincreasing. Appear even digtricts of the city where only
Uzbeks, T4jiks, Georgianscan live.

This shows that there is no clear state migration policy, thereisno
strategic line of the city environment's development. And something
is done to improve the situation, but it comes to attempts to
strengthen the administrative pressure, toughen the requests for
newcomers or to measures of far and, asit is dreamt for, perfect future,
For example one proceeds from considering Moscow a world financia
center and suppose that there are a lot of cheap hotels, low rent for ac-
commodeation, low leve of inflation and so on. But since these conditions
are not achieved, the level of openness and atractiveness of the city
should not be increase for the flow of migrants, that can worsen the
conditions of life of themselves and other citizens.
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If we would like to see our capital a wonderful center of the fi-
nancial world with conform and safe conditions of dwelling, we
should take into account two linked processes. First one is the proc-
ess of assimilation of the population. This processis rather prolonged
and, as sociologists consider, demands the life of at least two or three
generations of people in new national and cultural environment. The
second one is that migration inevitably lead to the development of
multicultural process. The interpersonal contacts, experience ex-
change, communication skills strengthen. Nevertheless we cannot
forbid the newcomers in professing their religions, keeping their
traditions and principles of life. But the life of native citizens, bearers
of the traditional for the city culture, cannot be oppressed. The com-
promise should be found, the new forms of cooperation should be
elaborated. And Moscow can find good experience in its centuries-
old past, because it has never been the city of monoculture. Tatars,
Armenian, Georgian, Assyrians, Germans, Dutchmen, Danes lived in
Moscow from time immemorial. Russia and Moscow received a lot
of foreigners who afterwards stayed there. Moscow does not believe
in tears, but it does not close its heart for others. This experience
shows that we will be able to find the acceptable for everyone ways
of solving the international relations if we do not try to set these
problems aside and pretend that they do not exist.

And what is the most important thing for the successful develop-
ment of the process of assimilation of the representatives of other
nationalities and the multicultural environment's formation? First of
al highly efficient policy that will ensure the harmonization of the
process of the global openness of Moscow is very important. The
urgent elaboration of the model of integration different national
cultures, creative, constructive efforts of representatives of all na
tionalities living in Moscow is necessary. And at the first place is the
migration policy that now comes to solving only fiscal issues. The
migrants have only to pat for the permit for work, obtain the residen-
tial permit, and then no one bothers about where they will live, in
what conditions, will they find work or not. There are such glaring
facts when nearly three thousand guest workers were registered in
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one flat. They live in rooms for staff only, at project sites, in the
stairwells of the blocks of flats, in trailers with goods at markets. It is
clear that such situation is possible only in dominance of corrupting
kickbacks, irresponsibility of entrepreneurs, officers of municipali-
ties. And what can be told about the illegal migration. In the forests
of Moscow area appear the «invisible» for authorities villages of
illegal migrants, form African countriesin particular. They beg, steal
and rob.

The following main trends that are necessary in this work can be
singled out.

1. For more acute realization of the migration policy the account-
ing and control of different kinds of migration should be established.
The migration should be divided into legal and illegal; the migrants
who buy their own accommodation; who live in rented flats; or in
hostels provided by entrepreneurs or at relatives; those who arrive to
Moscow for studying; scientific work and so on.

The migration policy surprises by incompetence of the public ser-
vants realizing it. Why there is no goal of attracting the skilled work-
ers of different professions for building, nothing is done for increas-
ing the competitiveness of newcomers from the Republics of Middle
Asia comparing with other migrants, for studying the Russian lan-
guage? How the quotas for foreign workers are coordinated with
interests of the citizens? What are these cal culations based on? There
is no sufficient openness and clarity in these questions.

2. Of course the problem of migration cannot be solved without
structuring and increasing the efficiency of the judicial system and
police. Corruption kickbacks of the representatives of these institu-
tions of authority begin for the newcomers often just after leaving the
train arrived at railway stations of the capital. The police prefers
applying force and intimidating with strict punishments for any
breach of the peace. The judicia system keeps away from the migra-
tion policy and limits itself with punishments of entrepreneurs for
using the labour of illegal migrants.

More strict and inevitable punishments should be conducted for
nationalism and manifestation of national discord. Let's remember
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the incident in Kondopoga, when the interference of the top authori-
ties of the country was necessary for making the local authorities
take appropriate measures. And inefficient functioning of the judicial
system in Moscow led to international conflicts at the Manege square
that finally made the authorities pay serious attention to the migra-
tion processes.

3. The development of educational system is also obligatory. In
school children make their first steps in the process of sociaization,
learning the multicultural national environment. Low quality of
education leads to digoint generations and separateness of migration
communities. Prablems of international relations intensify when the
educational institutions are formed according to nationalities.

4. The participation of the local authorities in solving the migra-
tion problems and problems of international relations is very impor-
tant. It is necessary to elaborate the detailed interurban policy, obser-
vance of the rights of native capital dwellers and migrants. These are
problems of organizing the elections of local authorities, the democ-
racy development, increasing the level of political culture, develop-
ment of political self-consciousness of a personality and the society
itself.

5. The solutions of the capital's problems should be linked with
the measures on developing the regional policy, increasing the qual-
ity of life all over the country. It is necessary to take into account the
process of appearing large agglomerations and in particular Moscow
one where more than 17 million people live. And it is possible to
solve the problem of comfort settlement of dwellers exactly in Mos-
cow agglomeration. It is possible to form the investments for crea-
tion new work places, modernization of industry, developing of
transport system.

The problems of migration, international relations are linked with
solving the fundamental problems of all the country's modernization,
they are interdependent and demand for the state approach.

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DEVELOPMENT OF THE ASTANA
AGGLOMERATION UNDER THE CONDITIONS
OF ECONOMIC, CLIMATE, RESOURCE,
INFRASTRUCTURAL AND DEMOGRAPHIC
CHALLENGES

Dear president, dear Presidium, dear participants of the meeting!

Let me express a gratitude for the opportunity to speak | would
like to start with, perhaps, the traditional link to Gavreel Haritono-
vich Popov, who said that the capital played an important role in the
economic development of states, especially the anti-crisisone. In this
regard it should be recalled that the capital of Kazakhstan — Astana,
was founded in 1997, in the midst of transformation crisis. | think
that the formation of new capital, to alesser degree than the factor of
oil revenues, has become an impulse of dynamic development of the
sovereign Kazakhstan. This fact, besides, was noted by the managers
of all the governmental delegations, who took part in the anniversary
OSCE summit, held on the 1-2 December, 2010, Astana.

Today it was said much about the positive experience of moving the
capita in the world history. Kazakhstanis can be proud of the fact that
Adtana has become a history as the city, which became an engine of the
exit from the globa crisis of 90-s of the past century, complicated, in our
case, by layering effects of the transformational crisis.

Further, 1 would like to talk briefly about the economics of
Astana.

Over the past decade as a result of intense internal migration, the
population of our capital has grown from 320 to 613 thousand peo-
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ple. That is amost twice. The mgjor factors in the city formation
have been large-scale public investments, which contributed to the
development of the construction industry (the construction industry
grew very rapidly, about 25% annualy from 2004 to 2007) and
related sectors of the construction materials industry, transportation
and urban design. That is to say, along with the state government,
this sector is the engine of economic development of our capital. The
consequence of the monodependenceis alack of Astana’ s economics
stability (a fall in the real estate market as a result of the crisis has
negatively reflected on the capital’ economy).

It is also important to mention a narrow industrial specialization
of the city, indeed.

Basically, today, the industry of the Kazakhstani capital is repre-
sented by the sectors with low value-added: it is the production of
food products, machinery and, in general, the share of innovative
products in the production of Astand's total output is 0,03% per
cents, that is much lower than in the other regions of the country.

Besides, to the peculiarities of Astana's rapid development there
should be related live supporting infrastructural development’s being
behind from the pace of industrial and house construction. Nowadays
the city does not provide itself with the source of heat and electric
energy. It is noted high deterioration of electric and heating system,
and the sewerage. The city’s water supply system cannot get through
the load as well (in prospect it is supposed to supply the city with
water from Y ertis river through the corresponding channel).

Aside from that, there are certain disproportions in the labour
market: youth unemployment comprises ailmost 10,5%, although on
the average it is 6,7% within the republic, construction employment
is 13,5%, on the average republican level it is 7%.

It is also important to mention the gap of the social infrastructural
objects: The coverage of children infant schools comprises 41,8% in
Astana, the are some schools, where children study in the three-shift
mode (a small amount, approximately 1500 schoolchildren). The
major issue is a poor material and technical base and the dormitory
lack at the organizations of technical professional education. Thereis
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a certain gap in polyclinic and ambulatory organizations. In Astana
this index comprises 91 enterprises for 10 000 people, meanwhile in
the whole country it shows 131 ones.

There are also certain issues in the transportation sphere — from
750 kilometers of the capita there are 38% are under unsatisfactory
condition. Crossovers, bridges, and artificial constructions are in
short supply.

But, asit has been told today, a problem is the part of its solution.
That iswhy the next part of the speech is devoted to solution ways of
the specified problems.

Astanais on the classic stage of large-town urbanization now, but
considering that the outer agglomerative zone has not been formed,
the suburbanization processes have being observed already. That is
why it is very important to pay attention to the administrative-
territorial arrangement of the city, as it has been told today. It is
primitive for Astana, aswell as for Moscow, to have the singular and
centralized model of the administrative-territorial arrangement of the
city, when a huge city absorbs near-by territories. Similar to Mr.
Bekcker's speech, in his report, when in 60-s Moscow, being
enlarged has absorbed not only huge amount of rural settlements, but
also 5 towns and 14 urban villages Astana, being actively devel oped,
has increased 2,7 times in the period from 1997 till 2000 and in-
volved almost al its suburban zones.

The centralized system of the administrative-territorial arrange-
ment has certain problems, as destruction of operational munici-
pality is the reason for conflicts; also the borders of huge ag-
glomeration are constantly being changed. For the improvement
of administrative-territorial arrangement system of Astana, it is
supposed to adapt the model of huge Washington, in which Co-
lumbia metropolitan district is subordinate directly to the Congress
of the United States of America.

We think that this model is quite acceptable for Astana, the city,
which initially was being created as the capital with certain ideologi-
cal faith. That is why, it will be better if the city will be subordinate
to the central authority.
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It is also important to note, that the problems of agglomerations
and metropolis management are typical not only for Moscow or
Astana. In such a way, by the results of the UN World Forum on
metropolis problems, held in 1996: from 2300 of big cities and
metropolis only 22 ones can be proud of the correctly formed man-
agement system. Of course, among them there is Vienna, in which it
is held today’ s anniversary meeting of International union of econo-
mists.

The following way of metropolitan problems solution — is the pol-
icy of population displacement. As | have already noted, in case of
Astana, 2 phases of urbanization processes are being overlapped —
the suburbs are being formed and agglomeration centre is being
developed simultaneously. That is way it is very important to form
the suburban zone correctly so that there will be form the necessary
agglomeration structure. It is the highly important issue for Astana.

There are separate measurements of the budget policy. As it is
known, for the agglomerations, the budget policy measurements
usually take place to the formation of transportation and life provid-
ing infrastructure, and in those countries, where the share of state
budget in finance is high, the local labour markets are also being
created.

For Kazakhstan it is highly important the fact, the final adminis-
trator of budget expenditures will have been chosen correctly. As all
of you know, the problems of infrastructural development are out of
existing municipalities borders, as often as not. Of course, we
shouldn’t, in quotations, go into illusion of effectiveness of the
budget expenditures, which means the minimization of budget ex-
penditures. So, we all know about the planning of the Amur highway
in the Russian Federation, which was put into operation in 2010. It is
already understandably that this highway needs a complete recon-
struction, asinitialy there were made wrong technical decisions, and
its capacity does not conform to requirements.

There also should be considered the possibilities of an industrial
policy in terms of agglomeration formation. By this direction we
have studied the experience of France, which has an excessive con-
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centration of economic activity in the metropolitan region along with
impoverishment and almost dying-out of the Western districts, and
where the country’ s government was made to enter upon decentrali-
zation of the economic growth points.

In this respect, there was taken up an industrial policy, developed
by the 3-rd directions. The 1-st direction — is the formation of new
clusters on the regional level, the 2-nd direction — is the formation of
local initiative platforms — activation of the civic society, and the 3-
rd direction —is the formation of technopolicies.

It should be said that in Astana in this context there are some cer-
tain processes. In spite of the crisis, in summer 2010, there was set a
new University of Agtana. It isthefirgt experience for Kazakhstan, when
there was issued separate law for the university (al the domestic univers-
ties follow the Law of Education, and this one is an exception case). It
was cregted a specid trust fund of Astana’'s New University abroad and
approximately 10 world' s top universties are the founders of this univer-
sity. The basic object of this university —is not only the preparation of the
specidigts, but dso creation of the laboratory for the development of
sarvice in the capital, connected with high technologies, including the
biotechnology, just asit has been told today.

Y ou know, that in Kazakhstan in 2005 there was founded the Na-
tiona centre of biotechnology. There is a town near Astana — Step-
nogorsk (which in Soviet times used to have defense significance), it
has potential for the biotechnological development. Besides, today it
was told about the energy and climate challenges. On the base of
New university there will be created a laboratory on energy saving
and resource-saving. Also, the important direction is the develop-
ment of medical service cluster in Astana. There have been aready
constructed specialized high-class clinics, the control of which
transfers to the international brand companies, it helps to offer a
corresponding quality of service. It planned that Astana is going to
be an attractive city for the Central Asia, just in terms of high-quality
medical service and it will be the medical cluster.

The separate aspect of new industrialization of Astana agglomera-
tion is the construction of numbers of space industrial objects by the
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National space agency. It is an assembling test complex for space
vehicles, satellite communication system «KazSat», the system of
distance Earth sounding. That isto say, al of these objects are being
constructed directly near Astana, in the suburban zone.

Besides this, Astana will be positioned as a touristic centre, al-
ready from this year, 2011, there is starting the Abu Dhabi project in
partnership with Arabian investors. It is going to be a huge trade,
touristic and entertaining centre. Asyou know, in 2010, it was set the
Astana-Borovoye highway, and the Shuchinsk-Borovoye zone is
within 2-hour availability from Astana This way, al of these are
penetrated into the united agglomeration process with the developed
recreational structure.

Also, | would like to note separately the perspectives of transpor-
tation development. It is implicated, that the transportation develop-
ment will be realized in 2 levels — not only between the algorithms,
but also inside the agglomeration by itself in order to advance the
connectedness of the agglomeration area. This issue is considered as
not so much infrastructural as atechnological one.

Summarizing my speech, | would like to underline that it is diffi-
cult to overestimate the significance of this anniversary meeting of
International union of economists for Kazakhstan. | think that the
long-term result of today’s meeting will be the formation of a won-
derful Eurasian capital, indeed, just taking into account those inter-
esting ideas, which Mr. President of the International union of
economists has told today. Thank you very much.

Dear colleagues, Gavriil Kharitonovich mentioned Hertsen with
his «bell» among other famous Muscovites in the report. Our prede-
cessors caught his word from London. It turns out that to hear such
wonderful in the accuracy of the analysis audacious ideas of G. Kh.
Popov about the world capitals and megalopolises' destinies, we had
to go to Vienna. | have not heard or read such ideas in Moscow. And
the main goal of such mighty meeting that is held once a year is to
see a perspective. | have never participated in such areopagus of
experts where the collective analysis makes state the absence of
future despite any perspectives, and in our case — absence of future in
such capitals of the world as Moscow and Paris. And as a perspective
the specialy built for being a capital «Brazil» is mentioned. | would dso
like to mention Canberra in Audtrdia, Pretoria in the Southern Africa,
because the report of Gawriil Kharitonovich contained the conclusive
satements, that the capitas should be as just named ones, because in the
gigantic mega opolises capitals functions come into conflict — their today
and tomorrow. These are the first, but most specified sensation after the
report of G. Kh. Popov. It is redly very bad when the mgjority of the
population is not theintelligentsia, but guest workers.

I am sure that we need the brainstorm for solving this important
for the postindustrial society problem; the discussion should be
broadened by the colleagues of different professions and turns of
mind. And due to this fact Hofburg in Vienna is a wonderful place
for such alarge-scale and even global discussion about the future of
the capitals of the XXI century. | have never made areport in such a
beautiful hall. But it is a pity that here are no TV cameras, no jour-
nalists who could disseminate the audacious ideas of the reporter on
what kind of world capitals should be. The world should know about
these ideas.
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That iswhy | consider that one of the main trends of work of your
international union is the publishing activity. But you should not
bound yourself with the bulletin kECONOM» (it is addressed first of
al to those who isin Hofburg), | see a cycle of telecasts, Popov will
be the anchorman and his colleagues and a lot other different people
will discuss the destinies of the capitals of the world there. | think
that it is the one of the most important goals that the International
Union of Economists should achieve.

Does the mentioned above facts strikethrough the possibilities of
the megalopolises to be the capitals? Is it possible to imagine the
capital of France without Louvre? Of course not. But Washington
exists without the «museum mile». Everything will be the same, but
the capitals have to fulfill their main goals. And one more thing: for
building a new Brasilia we need the social opinion. Gavriil Khari-
tonovich mentioned in the report how he twisted the deputies hands
for they agreed to give money for the renovation of the Small theatre.
And to give money for building a capital — we need powerful argu-
ments and preparation of the socia self-consciousness.

We were lucky to hear alot of unexpected ideas here. | think that
no one except the reporter could have courage to call the initiators of
the Olympiad in Sochi «comprador bourgeoisie». And when speak-
ing about sport, the reporter is realy right: in big cities we redly
turned into simply viewers of gladiator games. And this leads to the
following: we were really ashamed to see and hear the reaction of
young Russian guys who won the champion title in hockey; TV
spread their foul swearing that imprinted not the happiness of the
winners but the spiritual agony of the generation.

The reporter is right: let the Olympiad in Sochi be (if it really
takes place), let «Skolkovo» be, but what features of the new century
do they embody in our boundaries and what boundaries of «capital-
ness» did the megal opolises overstepped in the new century? Think-
ing about their ethnic, civilized part for the current day and the
nearest perspective Y. Yakutin considers that the main problem of
centers of the civilized world is the aggressive annexation of extreme
Muslim communities to Europe. Unfortunately | have to agree with
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him. Y esterday during the excursion to Munich | visited the mosgue.
For the film «The mosque of the Paris Our Lady» — about the rela-
tions of «aboriginas» and new settlers from the Muslim countries in
Europe and nearly about the sunset of the habitual for us Europe, we
shot here in Munich the imam who by the way looked like Ben
Laden, but was absolutely opposite to him in his ideas and declara-
tions. He considers in his sermons that the Islam is the most peaceful
religion and everyone should live in peace with the population of the
countries who accepted it. He explained that the Muslim arrived to
Europe dream to obtain the rights for education, medicine, women
rights. For declaring such ideas the radicals wanted to kill the imam,
he was sent for Pakistan, for as it is called now «date», and threat-
ened him. And soon | knew that imam nearly killed his wife — broke
nose, hand and leg — for she wanted to live according to the Europe
way of life. He was arrested and his wife is under the protection of
the police. And so his real life came into conflict with his declara-
tions. And even without any declarations thousands of newcomers
leave according to the laws of their own diasporas in the capitals of
Europe and world. Nowadays in New Y ork and Moscow aborigines-
Europeans and American, thousands of people protest against the
building of new mosgues. In Europe, America, Russia such conflicts
became the agenda in big cities, in capitals and ordinary cities. The
political correctness of the civilized world led to Beslan and New
York. Today — «kDomodedovos». And this is one of the biggest capi-
tals of the world. What will be next? Who is next?

Criacu6o 3a BHUMaHME!
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Dear colleagues! First of all 1 would like to thank the reporters of
our Mesting. We understood that the peculiarity of the theme and its
character do not give us an opportunity to achieve any integral picture, but
we considered that the parts of thistheme should be pointed out.

As it was stressed the base for the future work already exists and
| would like to add that everything that was said we will publish and
will return to this theme in the future.

I would like to make some remarks on the discussion. Taking into
account the time, | will limit myself with short comments.

First of al about the current measures. We can see some meas-
ures in Moscow. For example the struggle with traffic jams. | under-
stand the wish to overcome the traffic jams. But | al'so remember the
following case — when a person of my age often access memories.
When Boris Nikolaevich Eltsyn became the head of Moscow he
began to solve al the problems of the city very active with provincial
pressure. And | remember that he distributee who will solve the
concrete issues and the transport problems kept for himself. He
thought that it was the easiest one. He personally drove two Moscow
routes. Then he created a commission where the problems of trans-
port were discussed. As it chanced | was included to this commis-
sion. During one meeting of this commission Boris Nikolaevich
spoke much about the necessity of building beautiful bus stops, and
had a lot of other ideas. Someone made rather interesting suggestion
to post per one policeman at every bus stop for people could use the
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transport without any danger even late in the evening. And | told
nothing. Then he asked: «And why does the professor keep silent?»
| said: «I do not understand one thing». — «What exactly? — «One
thing is not clear». — «What exactly? — «l do not understand what
do people drive along Moscow for?» — «Y ou mean that You do not
understand why people drive along Moscow?» | answered: «l do not
understand why people instead of sitting at home and watching TV
squeeze into Metro or uncomfortable bus and go for an hour or even
two somewhere». — «And what do you think? — «I think that people
go somewhere because in Serebryanyi Bor where | live are no nee-
dles, no threads and people have to go to GUM. But the most impor-
tant thing is that the places of residence of the majority of people are
far from the place of work». Irina Vasilevna will confirm that we
spent 1,5 hours to come from the place of residence to work. «What
do you suggest? | said: «We should let sell and exchange with the
accommodation. And a part of loading on the transport will be
eased». And he looked at me angrily because he understood that such
permit for trade was outside the competence of the Moscow secre-
tary. And | was not invited for such meetings any more.

I would like to point out that now we should ask what do people
go around Moscow for. All the talks about the traffic jams are sense-
less till this question is not cleared out. If there is a demand in such
movements the traffic jams will anyway appear and their number
will increase.

| can note one factor. For example highly-respected Ms.
Shvetsova again speaks about the soviet kindergartens for 200-300
children. They want to take the old building that used to belong to
kindergartens away and to reinstate there the kindergartens. And
what are 200 children? That means that many parents have to seat
children into the car in the morning and drive them to this kindergar-
ten. Then they will have to drive to pick the children up.

| used to livein Vienna, | had a study course here. And | lived not
far from Ring. My hostess had a five-room flat. She lived in one or
two rooms, one room she let me out and others three she turned into
a kindergarten for the children of the house. There were 4 or 6 chil-
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dren in this kindergarten. Every morning the children ran from
upstairs and downstairs to her floor. In one room she fed them. In the
other they slept and played. And she went with them for a walk to
the public gardens, visited picture galeries, in a word she worked
with them all the time. If some parents were late, they rang her up
and she could sit with a child till 7 o'clock and till 9 o'clock in the
evening.

Did such parents have to wedge themselves with the car and a
child into the Moscow traffic? No. And that Soviet variant of kinder-
gartens that is suggested nowadays will inevitably increase the
transport loading.

One more example. The school. If | want my children go info
sport or panting or study foreign language additionaly | have to find
some teacher and drive them to this teacher. Or the teacher will drive
to me. And again the additional load on the transport system. Why is
it impossible to do the same at school? Taking into account that the
second part of the day is free?

And one more example. Freezing, torn wires and so on. And look
at Vienna. Do you see any aerial conductors? Do you see here in
Vienna any power lines that are in Moscow? Are there such linesin
New York or somewhere else? Of course, not. Because everywhere
the power lines are under the ground. It is more expensive. But no
one thinks how to clear the conductors, how they should be protected
and repaired. For already 20 years | constantly tell that Moscow
should transit to the cable energy supply. By the way every ministry
built such lines for themselves. If al the conductors could be built
under ground, 99% of the breaks, from which Moscow and Moscow
region suffered, would not have been occurred. Everything would
have been underground. Of course some damages could occur, but
very little.

Now | would like to discuss more difficult problems. We men-
tioned the events at the Manege sgquare.

Do you know what struck me most of all? The current authorities
are weaker than the soviet ones. | used to organize the demonstra-
tions in those times. Then 500 thousand people participated and the
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police gave up, they were afraid. And now 5 thousand people disor-
ganized everything. And if there were 10 thousand people, then it
could be possible to capture the Kremlin? Maybe these young people
were trained exactly for this? For capturing Kremlin when it is
necessary?

And one more point. Vladimir Lvovich told that he was ashamed
to look at the faces — if they could be called faced — of the members
of our combined hockey team. It was ashamed of Russia — they
shouted: «Fiat Russial» | was afraid for Russia, because these people
claim to be the future of our country. Can we entrust them the future
of our country? We should turn them with coaches out of the coun-
try. Let them play anywhere abroad, but not in our country.

To my mind the national problem isreally very urgent and serious
in big cities.

For example our history. In 1612 as you know Lithuanian-Polish
units captured Maoscow. Minin formed the people's volunteer corps.
The tatar towns from Volga sent to Minin military unitsto participate
in the volunteer corps that released Moscow. Why? Because they
considered that they have already adapted to live with Russians and
new variant would be much more difficult.

200 years passed. 1812 year. The history repeated. All the plans
of Napoleon who expected at least one national uprising in Russia
collapsed. Except Poland other nationalities who lived then in Russia
supported the army. And tatar militia again participated in the battles.
In gratitude for this the tzar let them build the mosgue, in memory of
the Tatars who participated in the Patriotic war in 1812, on the
Moscow river simultaneously with building the Christ the Savior
Cathedral.

Then came the 1914, a new war. And again a number of very
considered solutions. The Caucasian divisions were formed that
participated in the war. With pastors that were also invited.

And the Soviet Union that chose the way of total elimination of
all national differences also had some variants — union republics,
autonomies and so on.
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Now | see no variants — and this scares me. The total absents of
any variants.

The guest workers for example. The students of my International Uni-
versity gppeded to the mayor's office to Yury Mikhalovich and he
entrusted Shvetsova. The students are ready to organize the Sunday
schools for people who work here as guest workers for they could go to
school and learn something about the Russian culture, language, for they
could get used to read newspapers, books, listen to the radio. The students
even tried to organize some Sunday classes, visted museums. And al this
was on the voluntary lines. The students do not ask for pay.

The mayor's office considered this idea to be brilliant. But noth-
ing was done. Absolutely nothing. The discussions continued for
several years, but no one Sunday school for the people coming from
the Middle Asia, Caucuses was organized. And the thing is that the
guest workers need even not only Russian language, but also Russian
culture. They also should study their own national language, because
they often do not even know it properly. The national question is and
will be one of the most urgent problems of a megalopolis. And we
have already faced this problem. The girls in Paris put hijab on not
because they are very religious. They ssimply understand that future
life that promises them France does not give them any variants. And
with hijab everything is clear — she will marry and will live.

It seems to me that everything that is nowadays said about the |s-
lam ignores the basic fundamental idea — the thing is not in the
religion. There is only one God — everyone can understand and agree
with this. But the thing is that the religious versions give the oppor-
tunity to show the disagreement with the world you livein.

That is why | think that the complex of measures in this field is
necessary. And it is very difficult. All the national specialties should
be taken into account, but at the same time the bringing together
elements should be found out in every religion.

The sport fans are aso the feature of megalopolises. But what at-
titude to sport do they have? Thisis only the way out for the reserve
of aggression. This aggression accumulated, it boils up, it should be
poured out.
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And one more problem that | would like to discus is the prob-
lem of vulnerability. What did happen? The Moscow region was
shown on TV. There was no light during twenty-four hours. As a
result all the products were spoiled, because the refrigerators did
not run. No light, so it is impossible to use the electrical appli-
ances.

If the electricity is turned off in the Moscow region, life in the
majority of villages of the region simply stops. Even the sewerage
system does not work.

From this point of view the country house was much steadier.
There were firewood and it was possible to heat the house. There
was a well near the house where you could take water from. There
was a separate toilet near the house.

We coped with this. Everyone considered that centralized deci-
sions are better. Better to have the sewerage system. Better to have
the water supply system. Better to have the lines of electricity trans-
mission. It is right. And what are the results? The first shock totally
stops the life, breaks everything.

It seems to me that we should think about as | call it «stable
house». It should be a house where the roof should accept the sun
energy and give some energy to the house. There should be batteries
with the reserve of electricity. And some single heating system.
Maybe even cast-iron moveable wood stove.

There was a smoke in Moscow. Did someone do anything? Noth-
ing was done. And the question is very easy. It is necessary simple to
produce the conditioners of the new type that will be able to absorb
smoke and give normal air.

We did not reach Belyaev with his famous air seller, but we al-
ready have to buy water for drinking — we aready cannot use water
from the tap. We need specia installations for normal air. They
should be produced and sold with discounts, in credit, they should be
even given free of charge to those who cannot buy them. And it
should be done now and not in panic in the summer.

And the main line of creating the invulnerable house should be
the line of return to ground — we should return to cottage villages.
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Now some people say: globa catastrophe. But are there any sim-
ple and accessible measures for the whole preparations? If thereis no
catastrophe — thank God. And if it is? What will be left from the
civilization? And there are no measures.

It seems to me that discussing the capitals' problems we see what
is really urgent and serious. And it is the usual trend — it is every-
where.

It seems to me that the theme that we discuss today gives the ba-
sis for raising really serious problems. Of course it is difficult and
sometimes frightfully. But there is no way out. Once my teacher,
professor Lev Y akovlevich Berri told me a wonderful phrase. When
| asked him: «How are you?» he answered: «Theoretically | should
have left this world, by if | live | have to resist». And this «have to
resist» should be the main conclusion for us.

I would like to finish my comments. | will repeat the thing | said
in the beginning. We will return to these problems and will search
for the solutions.
